Igor Lyman. The current state and prospects of studies in the history
of Orthodox in Ukraine

The article is dedicated to the analysis of problems and achievements of
the modern studies in the history of the Orthodox church in Ukraine, to the
consideration of the possible prospects of the future studies in the church topics.
The author formulated a number of tasks to be carried out by the professionalism
of church history.

Ivan Myshchak. The liquidation of the Greek-Catholic church in
Ukraine in the post-war years: historiography

The author analyses the works of the scholars of the Soviet period as well
of the scientists of Diaspora and the current achievement in Ukrainian
historiography that reveal state policy towards the Greek-Catholic church in
Western Ukraine  in the post-war years, arrives at the conclusion about  the
purposeful liquidation of the Greek-Catholic church and the organized campaign
aimed  at its discreditation the Soviet historians were involved in.

The main directions in the development of the native
historiography of Ukraine’s socio-political life in the middle of 40-ies –
the middle of 60-ies  within the context of world historical science

The author reviews the socio-political stereotypes of the Soviet times,
analyses the historiographic development of this problems in Soviet Ukrainian
historiography.

Natalya Pazuira. To the biography of Mykola Storozhenko: The first
Kiev gymnasium and cultural surrounding (1909-1919)

The author reveals the role of Mykola Storozhenko as the headmaster of
the first Kyiv gymnasium, considers the influence of  surrounding of that time
and Storozhenko’s pedagogical activity on his socio-political views and
perception of the world.

Maria Parakhina, Tetyana Polushkina. The trends of the formation
and development of creation of Ukrainian statehood (the 90-ies of the XX
century): historiography of the problem

Studies in the history of the emergence and development of Ukrainian
statehood are impossible if the state of development of this problem, its
advantages and drawbacks in scientific literature aren’t analysed. The analysis
of the literature published in the 90-ies shows that the problem of the
independent Ukrainian state has been revealed in the historiography an a large
scale. But there are still many aspects to be thoroughly studied in future.

Olexander Pylypenko. The historiography of history of foreign
economic activity of Ukraine in the composition of the Russian Empire
(the second half of the XIÕ - beginning of the ÕÕ century)

The scientific article is devoted to the analysis of historiography of Ukraine’s
foreign  economic activity under the conditions of  the Russian Empire in the
second half of the Õ²Õ - at the beginning of the ÕÕ-th century. The author
reveals the  historiographic development of this problem.
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Stepan Svystovych. The modern Ukrainian historiography  of the
Ukrainian SSR’s  initiative in the 20-ies – 30-ies of the XX th century

The article reveals the historiographic development  of history  of studies
in the civil organizations of 1920-1930-ies on the territory of Soviet Ukraine.
The author shows the peculiarities and specifics of the process and analises the
scientific works on this topic.

Vitaliy Tel’vak. The first volume of «History of Ukraine-Rus» by
Mikhajlo Hrushevskij‘s in the contemporaries’ assessments

The author of the article investigat  the perception of the first volume of
«History of Ukraine-Rus» in the European historiography at the end of the
XIX – beginning of the XX-th centuries, shows the  specifics of  formation of
Hrushevsky science  reflections in Ukrainian, Russian, Polish, German and
Czech historical science, determines the dependence of the expressed
assessments on the specifics of the political situation as well as both typical
and different characteristics of M. Hrushevsky’s historic views.

Natalya Yusova. The introduction of concept of the Ancient Rus nation
into scientific use: L. V. Cherepnin’s contribution

On the basis of analysis of source materials the author has made an attempt
to reconstruct one of the links of historiographic process of legitimation of
concept of theory of the Ancient Rus nation in the USSR’S historical science.
It is through the personalistic aspect (L. V. Cherepnin – A. M. Nasonov) that
the stage of the scientific legitimation has been generalized. At the same time
studies in the position of a scholar Cherepnin enable to watch the attitude to
the concept of the Ancient Rus nation of the representatives of classic Russian
historiography, for which purpose there have been involved the materials of
the second half of the 50-ies, when the issue of the political legitimation had
stopped being so topical (peak – 1954 – celebration of the 300-th anniversary
of the Pereyaslav Rada).

Svatoslav Yusov. The early  period  of V. Golobutsky’s scientific creative
work

On the basis of analysis of source materials (both archival and generally
historiographic ones) the author has made a reconstruction of the early period
of the scientific creative work of V. Golobutsky’s – a respected Ukrainian
connoisseur of the Cossacks. The author has determined the stages (Rostov,
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Krasnodar and Leningrad ones) of that initial period as well as characterized
such a factor as V. O. Golobutsky’s socio-cultural surrounding.

Olexiy Yas’. The historical views of Panteleimon Kulish in the light of
the intellectual metomorphosis of 1870-1880

The author reveals the historical views of P. Kulish and their transformation
throughout 1870-1880, considers the combination of the late romantic and
positivist approaches in his scientific studies, analises the concept apparatus
of P. Kulish in the intellectual transformations of that time.
