Vadym Adadurov. Projects of military diversion in Ukrainian lands of the Russian
empire in the political government of France during the war in 1806-1807.

The broad range of documents from French government archives characterizes the
locations of the Polish rebellion and expeditions of the French military corps in Volyn’,
Podillya and Naddnipryanska Ukraine in Napoleon’s strategic plans during the period of 1806—
1807. The author uses the method of anthropological reconstruction and highlights the
fundamental motives of the attitudes of some historical characters to the idea of the mentioned
diversion.

Olena Butakova. Activity of the Bessarab Governor scientific archival commission
in the light of its «Works».

The article is devoted to archival activity and regional researching of Bessarabia governor
scientific archival committee on it’s “Works” pages.

Helen Bogdashyna. Problem of civilization in historical science in Ukraine ( second
half XTX — beginning of the XX century).

The author present the problem of development of civilization conception in historical
science of Ukraine of the second half XIX — beginning of the XX century. Basic approaches
are examined and reserve of scientists-positivisms is analyzed.
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Nelya Gerasimenko. From the epistoleric legacy of O.M.Lazarevsky: letters to
G.L.Berlo.

The author presents the unpublished the epistoleric legacy of O.M.Lazarevsky —a famous
archeographer and public figure. On particular, the article contains the scholar’s letters to
G.L.Berlo — a heir of the Cossack—starshyna family of the Berlovs. The letters deal with the
work by O.M. Lazarevsky “Rrom the Berlovs’ family chronic” as interpreted by G.L.Berlo.

Igor Hyrych. Yaroslav Dashkevych as a historiographer of newest Ukraine.
Attempt of essay.

The article deals with a number of actual questions from the scientific legacy of the
Ukrainian historian Ya. Dashkevycha. Author interpretations of many historical figures and
problems are examined. The role of the historical works of Ya. Dashkevycha in the formation
of modern Ukrainian historiography and public opinion in Ukraine is shown.

Ljubov Zhvanko. Refugee of First world war: historiography of problem or
problem of historiography?

It is lighted the problem of refugee in First world war. The historiography study of this
problems is examined.

Oksana Kovalchuk. “Zaporoz’ka starovyna” as a material for studying of
historiography and source studies’ notions of the epoch.

Proceeding from a thesis that an imitation (Fal’sifikaf) is realization of the epoch’s
paradigmatic notions, the author on the grounds of above—named edition attempts to study the
historiography and source studies’ ideas of the Romanticism epoch.

Oleksandra Kunovska. Quo vadis «History of Everyday Life» ?

The article is dedicated to the “history of everyday life”, — one of the most promising
trends in the contemporary historiography. At presents the works of Western scholars of three
,,schools”, such as German Alltagsgeschichte, Italian microstoria, French histoire du quotidien,
on the basis of which the main themes, subjects, methodology of the research of everyday life
history were created. Besides, in the article one can find the references to the works of scholars,
who come from and study the Central and Eastern Europe, as well as the outline of changes in
the tendencies of writing such a type of history and its further prospects.

Ivan Kutsyy. The Ukrainophils trend of the Galician Historiography of the XIX th
century: the conceptualization of the historically-civilizational identity.

The article deals with the 19" century Ukrainophils trend of the Galician scientific-
historical idea in the context of historical consciousness of its main representatives. Scientific
concepts of the national past of the scientists-Ukrainophils have been analyzed, their
understanding of civilization has been defined.
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Vladimir Maslak. The image of the National liberation war of the Ukrainian people
in Russian scientifico-popular literature.

The basic conceptual ideas of the Russian authors are analyzed, are expounded in the
popular scientific literature, while is devoted national-clearing to war of the Ukrainian people,
the factors, determining the contents of their studios and a direction of influence on public
opinion are outlined.

Ivan Myshchak. Present Ukrainian and Polish Historiography about the Volynsk
Tragedy 1943.

In the paper there are given consideration to interpretation of the Ukrainian-Polish armed
conflict on Volyn within the II World War by the historians of two countries. The basic
divergences in views on the reasons of the tragedy are submitted. At the same time it is noted
that the statements of some experts about «Ukrainian» and «Polish» visions of reasons of the
conflict are not absolutely pertinent because of the presence in both countries different views
concerning the reasons of the Ukrainian-Polish confronting,

Sergey Mishchuk. Archaeografic-bibliographic school V.M.Peretsa in Ukraine
(1907-1914).

This work highlights the scientific contribution into development of scientific,
bibliographical indexing of codexes and early printed books and scientific study techniques
applied to texts of rare books made, by famous literary scholar V.M. Perets (1870-1935), and
members of his Russian Philology Seminary O. Nazarevsky, O. Bagriy, M. Gudziy,
S. Maslov, O. Gruzinsky, E. Tymchenko, S. Scheglova and V. Adrianova, and others who
worked under his supervision at the Imperial University of St. Vladimir during 1919-1917.
The activity of the Seminary in respect to some Ukrainian institutions that kept rare and
valuable collections of books and manuscripts in Kyiv, Nizhin, Poltava, Zhitomir,
Katerynoslav, Lviv is also reviewed.

Oleksandr Muzychko. The historiography studies of professor L.A. Lynnychenko
(1857-1926).

The article is dedicated to the historiographic studies of one of the representatives of the
Kiev historical school of V.B. Antonovich — L. A. Lynnychenko (1857—1926). On the basis of
the archival and published sources, the majority of which is entered to scientific turnover in the
given context for the first time, the scientific biography of the historian is studied. On the basis
of all works by I.A. Lynnychenko his contribution to historiography studying is analyzed.

Anatoliy Parfinenko. The understanding of social and political role of Ukrainian
high school in the soviet publicism of 1920th — beginning of 1930th.

The article is devoted to the analysis of soviet publicism of 1920th — beginning of 1930th
for the purpose of finding out wives of authors on social and political the role of Ukrainian
higher school of the mentioned time. Basic attention is focused on the study of discursive
practice, implemented in the publicans of 1920th — beginning of 1930th. The key words and
expressions of publicists are researched some evaluative judgments are hidden behind.
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Olexander Pylypenko. Scientific literature from history of auction—economic
activity of Greeks in Ukraine in XVII — at the beginning of the XXth.

The article is devoted to studying the main documents literature of the State Central
libraries of Ukraine in Kiev and other cities named to abroad activity of Ukraine lands in
Russian empire period. In scientific article author studies scientific publishers and documents
about trade, capital exchange, migration process in XIX — in the beginning of XX centuries on
Ukraine. He made classification of books and documents State Central libraries of Ukraine in
Kiev and another main regions.

Oksana Ruda. The genesis of Polish-Ukrainian relations in the works of Polish
historians from L’viv (1890-1914).

The article deals with the views of Polish historians from L’viv on the genesis and
development of Ukrainian-Polish relationships. The depiction and assessment of history of
expansion of Commonwealth to the south-eastern territories in the works of Polish historians
depended on the political views and convictions, as well as on the belonging to the positivistic
or Neo-Romantic stream in historiography. The spread of Neo-Romantic methodology,
discussions with Russian, Lithuanian, Ukrainian historiography and political situation of that
time contributed to the revival of historico-political myths in the works of the Polish scholars.
L’viv historians of the end of the XIX-th century. and beginning of the XX-th century.
explained Polish expansion to the East, implantation and defense of Latin culture as a
civilization mission of Poland into the south-eastern territories. The genesis of Polish-Ukrainian
relation was derived from the Middle Ages.

Yury Svyatets. Discourse or Reflexion? Agrarian aspects of the New Economic
Policy in Publicistic and Research Studies of 1920-ies.

The author analyzes the complex of works of the Soviet publicists and scientists on
agrarian items of the NEP, studies the relations between the ideological motivation and the
authors pragmatical profiles, social implication and works content, determines the evolution
phases of agrarian idea as a result of the social and economical dynamics the mentioned term.

Nataliia Sokolova. The medal works on Russian and Ukrainian History of students
of university of St. Vladimar (1834-1917).

The article deals with the procedure of rewarding of the best student's works by awards —
is studied by medals and analyses the competitive works.

Inna Starovoytenko. Eugen Chykalenko and his legacy in Ukrainian
historiography.

A scientific literature review about the famous Ukrainian public man, benefactor,
publisher Y. Chykalenko is made in the article. This literature was appeared in 1920-1939 s in
the emigration and in Galicia and sins 1990-ies years in Ukraine. The particularities of the
scientific works of this two periods and their informative value are marked. D. Doroshenko’s
work is called the first biographical essay about Chykalenko. The period after the declaration of
the independence of Ukraine (1991) is also called the new stage in the study of the biography
and the heritage of Y. Chykalenko.
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Lyudmyla Shypko. Michael Berezhkova's contribution to the development of a
historiographic science of Ukraine and Russia.

The article is devoted to the activity of Michael Berezhkov — professor of Historic—
philological institute of the city of Nezhin. The publication deals with some problems relating
to finding—out of the contribution of the scientist in development of a historiographic science In
Ukraine and Russia.

Vitaliy Telvak. Mikhajlo Hrushevskij‘s activities of the emigrant period in the
discussions of the first part of 20-ies years.

The article is devoted to the research of the peculiarities of the perception of
M.Hrushevskij‘s science work in 1919-1924 by the contemporaries. The main tendencies in
the notes of his science work and publicist speeches have been analyzed. The national
peculiarities of the perception of the work of Ukrainian researches, the condition of the outlined
positions of the socialpolitical situation interwar period have been revealed.

Vasiliy Tokarev. Returning to the pedestal: a historical comment on the film
«boraan XmenpHuIbKUiD (1941).

The author of the article interprets the creation and introduction of soviet ideology of
historical figures for the sake of creation of a «new soviet patriotism». The formation of the
adopted ideological construction is shown on the basis of analysis of creation and historical
comment to the film «Bohdan Khmelnytsky» (1941).

Olexander Udod. The didactics of history as a subject of M. I. Kostomarov’s
scientific interests.

The author shows the didactic aspects of M. I. Kostomarov’s scientific legacy, considers
the didactic components in his scientific and publicist works.

Oksana Yurchuk. Ukrainian-Polish relations of the interwar period in Ian Stanislav
Los’s appreciation.

The problem of Polish-Ukrainian relations explanation in I.S.Los’ political heritage —
Polish conservative, an active supporter and participant of the important attempts of Polish-
Ukrainian approachment in 1920-s—1930-s is researched in this article. The Ukrainian-Polish
approachment on the level of moderate forces of both nations considered by he count to be an
optimal way for overcoming the mutual lack of receptivity both between Ukrainian and Polish
communities on Western-Ukrainian lands and between Ukrainian population and the Polish
state. The main idea of I.S.Los’ conception — the changing the consciousness stereotypes of the
mutual perception between Poles and Ukrainians — was doomed to remain outlook theory
without chance of realization in interwar Poland.

Natalya Yusova. Olexiy Shakhmatov as a creator of concept of the Ancient Russ
nation.

The article contains the speculation of the Russian linguist O.Shakhmatov on Eastern
Slavic gloto and cultural genesis. The author proves that scheme of ethnogenesis of the Eastern
Slavism, offered by the scholar, provides a certain basis for the emergence of the Ancient Russ
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nation. Some constructive elements of the mentioned concept have been greatly influenced by
the philologist’s views.

Svyatoslav Yusov. The Kuban period in the life of the V.0.Golobutsky.

On the basis of predomination archival sources (in particular — from Russian archives) the
author shows main stages of V.Golobutsky’s life in Kuban. The author arguments the version
that the historian’s changes of places of living were caused by his attempts to hide his social
origin away from the “organs”. On Golobutsky’s example it is shown how a young man of the
“non—proletarian” origin in 1920-ies formed the main components of “the Soviet man’s
biographic paradigm” with a view to receiving a higher education or becoming a scholar or
lecturer in future. When reconstructing life in Krasnodar in the second half of 1930-ies the
author focuses on the scholar’s sociocultural environment.

Vitaliy Yaremchuk. The Ukrainian historiography images in the historical science
of Ukraine in the mid 1950s — the beginning of 1970s

The article deals with the analysis of motives of activation research of the Ukrainian
historiography in the historical science of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic in the mid
1950s — the beginning of 1970s. The rehabilitation of Ukrainian historians who were
discredited and ignored in Stalin period is characterized. The article establishes the connection
between Ukrainian historiography official images and revisionist historiography, conceptions
of historiographic tradition and Ukrainian history.

Olexiy Yas’. The historical views of Olexander Ohloblyn in the Soviet period (1919—
1941).

The author shows the formation of historical views of Olexander Ohloblyn (1899-1992)
— a well-known Ukrainian historian, considers the main components of the world on the basis
of analysis of his scientific works, written in 1920-1941.
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
