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PREFACE

On 28 November, 2006 Ukrainian parliament accepted the Law «About Holodomor
1932-1933 in Ukraine». In particular, the law foresees the necessity to distribute
information about Holodomor among the citizens of the country and world public,
and also obligates to provide the study of this tragedy in educational institutions and
to hold scale researchings. Searching for archive and other materials, publishing work
in this area now is coordinated within the framework of special government program.
Resources will be provided in the state budget annually. Ukrainian Institute of
National Memory is in charge for development the program and control its
implementation.

Adoption of this law in fact has marked the end of the large stage Holodomor
researching. It began from the first mentioning about famine 1932—-1933 in the first
secretary's of CK of Communist Party of Ukraine V. Scherbitskiy lecture that was
devoted to the 70-th anniversary of soviet power proclamation in Ukraine. Famine's
adoption by higher public servant of Ukraine created possibilities for the scientific
study of the most tragic page in history of Ukrainian people, which soviet power in
every possible way tried to erase from the national memory.

Scientists from Institute of History of Ukraine of NAN of Ukraine used this
possibility to a full degree. In a few weeks after V. Scherbitskiy's speech, in January
1988 the first article about famine in Ukraine was published in a newspaper for
foreign Ukrainians. It was analyzed in detail in the final report of commission under
the rule of executive director James Mace to Congress of the USA. In March 1988 the
«Ukrainian historical journal» published the first scientific article on this topic.

From the end of 80th the problem of famine 1932—33 in Ukraine occupied the proper
place in research plans of Institute of History. The results of the work are summed up

in a monograph «Famine 1932—-1933 in Ukraine: reasons and sequences». This book



has been issuied by publishing house «Naukova Dumkay to the 70-th anniversary of
Holodomor in 2003.

2004-2008 turned out to be especially fruitful for Institute scientists in Holodomor
researching. Documentary shot which supports the summarizing monograph
mentioned above was published in 2007'. In 2008 Institute with the publishing house
«Kiev-Mohyl academy» is to reprint in Ukrainian translation the final report of
commission of James Mace to Congress of the USA. It was first edited in 1986 by the
publishing house in Washington in the very limited circulation. Three-volume edition
of those emigrant's testimonies who has outlived Holodomor is also being published.
The first edition was in 1990. The last one volume of the National book of memory
«Holodomor 1932-1933» is going be of the same importance. It is being worked
upon by Institute's stuff.

Other tragic events in history of Ukraine in XX century are not left out from the
shpere of scientific interests. Particularly, institute scientists prepared and published
some fundamental works which touch upon the famine at the beginning of 20s and
famine 1946-1947 in Ukraine. This works deal with economical and political
components of famine, their demographic sequences and typology, etc.

Professor Kulchytskyi, who is one of the leading specialists, has been working on the
problem of Holodomor for already 20 years. During the last years he has been
concentrated on the problem of genocide, which is under discussion both in
journalism and in scientific literature. The series of his publications in a newspaper
«Day» during 2005-2007 were published in 2007 as a separate book.” In 2007 and
2008 a publishing house «Nash Chas» published his monograph, wholly devoted this

debatable problem twice’.

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Specialists are to judge if Kylchytskyi's conclusions are convincing. This report,
published here on the English and Russian languages and supported by documents in
the original (they are to confirm his conclusions), is exactly on them. We will in be
grateful to the scientists, who will get this small brochure, for unflattering and serious
review. We will also appreciate all of you, who will agree with the conclusions of
report or will mark the necessity of an additional argumentation. It is worth to
mention that such argumentation is contained in the books written by Kylchytskyi and
his colleagues, in published in documentary shots. We will be thankful to those
scientists which will be able (if they can!) to give convincing proofs of non-genocide
nature of horrific difference in the death rate of population in Ukraine and Kuban, on
one side, and by other districts of the USSR on the other.

Variance in the estimations of Holodomor between Ukrainian scientists and scientists
of other countries is to stay within the framework of scientific discussion.
Superinducement of political estimations and interpretations in this really complicated
and tragic events is not the best argument in debates of historians of different schools

and trends.

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HOLODOMOR IN UKRAINE 1932-1933: INTERPRETATION OF FACTS

Famine 1932-1933 in Soviet Union, which was intentionally suppressed up to
December 1987, now is under discussion in world historiography. The discussion is
centered round the regional aspects of the tragedy — famine in USSR and in Kuban.
The question is whether huge difference between death rate in this two regions
populated mainly by Ukrainians and other regions in European part of the USSR has
been determined by chance, and because of this is unexplainable fact, or by particular
reasons.

Attempts to explain this fact repeat more and more intensively. Bibliographical index
«Holodomor un Ukraine 1932-1933» fixed 6 384 names during 1932-1999." The
latest issue of index, which is to be published in 2008, has fixed only during 2000—
2006 more than 6000 names.

In November 2006 Verchovna Rada after long struggle adopted the law «About
Holodomor in 1932—-1933 in Ukraine». National tragedy was admitted as genocide of
Ukrainian people. During 2008 Ukraine has to appeal to UNO with a request to
recognize this crime of Stalin's regime as genocide within the framework of
Convention of UNO. However, scientists have to conduct the advanced discussion
and public — educational work in order to persuade international association and
citizens of their own country that their conclusions are right. Country, which got its
independence not so long time ago, has to look back at her past, has to clear it from
forced norms in interpretation of facts that were presented in short course «History of
VKP(b)» 1938. It is impossible to live in abeyance of what happened to Ukrainian
citizens at the beginning of 1930s. We have known what had happened in 1937 since
XX convention of KPRS. Lack of information about what happened in 1933 is
oppressing citizens of Ukraine, dividing in half their historical consciousness and

hindering national consolidation.



On the eve of 74 anniversary of Holodomor the Kiev International Institute of
Sociology conducted research which showed: in the central regions of country this
tragedy is acknowledged as genocide by 76 per cent, in the south — 55 per cent and
in the east — 35 per cent.” Where from is such variation?

The problem of Holodomor has had too much from politics from the very beginning.
Labouring for clarity in this question, Ukrainian Diaspora in North America rose up
the question about creation of the special commission of Congress of the USA on
investigation of famine in Ukraine 1932—-1933. In spite of unwillingness of American
administration to worsen complicated relationships with Soviet Union, a commission
was created due to unanimous support of Senate and favorable set of circumstances.
After two years of work on the final meeting April 19, 1988 19 conclusions were
adopted. Among them was this one: Joseph Stalin and those around him committed
genocide against Ukrainians in 1932-1933.°

Right from 1988 in Ukraine started large-scale studying of all circumstances related
to famine 1932-1933. Up to 70 anniversary of Holodomor Institute of History of
Ukraine of NAN of Ukraine published summarizing research. It was written by 30
authors.” They brought this book to Moscow and in March, 2004 in Institute of
Universal History of RAN it was discussed by the most skilled agrarian historians.
Our reviewers agreed with many conclusions, except one. In view of the results of
discussion Danilov V. P. and Zelenin 1. E. published the article with such conclusion:
“If to characterize Holodomor 1932—-1933 as «purposive genocide against Ukrainian
peasantry”, what was insisted on by some Ukrainian historians, it is necessary to
mean that this genocide was against Russian peasantry in equal measure».”

The enacted law about Holodomor as genocide did not stabilize, but intensified a
polemic round this tragic page in Ukrainian history among the most politically
motivated part of society, first of all, — among politicians and politologists. They
accept the facts (they are impossible to deny, millions of Ukrainians perished in fact),

but they do not accept the conclusion. The political observer of popular newspaper
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«Segodnja» Alexander Chalenko told about himself: «My little mother, which was
born at the beginning of war and hardly survived during the other hunger in 1947, as a
child was horrored by her relatives’ stories about how their village was dying because
of hunger in 1933, how in one of nearby villages a sister ate a sister, mother ate her
little son, and other one village all died out. Its inhabitants rebelled against the
confiscation of corn and local authorities seizured all food supplies from peasantsy.
Further, however, Chalenko does not show his attitude toward these facts (correctly
underlining a clamant detail: «local authorities seizured all food supplies from
peasantsy»), but talks about quite another. He quotes his friend with whom he is
absolutely agreed: «You see, I cannot and do not want to work with this, because this
our tragedy nationalists «mastered» under their own myths and ideology. They took
away and appropriated our memory, our misfortune. It turned out to be their «topic».
In fact, they are not interested in tragedy of dying their relatives; they need another
occasion, to brand «moskaly»».°

Position of Chalenko is expressed so clear, that there is no need to comment it. But it
is worth to quote Kost' Bondarenko. He is rather popular politologist in Ukraine.
Kost’ Bondarenko also started from the personal: «My family lost during hunger at
least six people — those which I know about. Three brothers and sisters of my father
died in Hunger. Until now in my native village graves of died in 1932-1933 are not
only on cemeteries, but also next to some houses. Relatives told me about horrors of
that time. I have got my own reasons to hate those who organized Holodomor. I have
my own crow to pluck with soviet power. But!» And further K. Bondarenko is
formulating a surprisingly helpless conclusion on which is built his attitude toward
the problem of Holodomor: «Genocide is when one people mass, under a root,
exterminates other people». His consciousness can not deal with this horrifying
conclusion, in fact it touches Ukrainians and Russians! All his vital experience rebels
against this, and he explains the tragedy of Ukrainian people in such way: «Hunger

was resulted by the desire of local authorities to serve before high Moscow chiefs.
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And famine was organized by Ukrainians themselves, who were sitting in Kharkov
and downing instructions in relation to confiscation of corn».’

At once I would like to underline a difference in knowledge the subject of discussion
between A. Chalenko and K. Bondarenko. In Ukraine in 1932-1933 was famine —
the same, as in other regions of the USSR, and was another thing — Holodomor.
Holodomor happened after famine, and it was caused by not «confiscation of corny,
as K. Bondarenko supposes, but by «local authorities seizured all food supplies from
peasants», as A. Chalenko informs. Is there a difference? This is the explanation for
incomparably high death rate from hunger in Ukraine and in Kuban comparatively
with other regions.

But let’s go back to K. Bondarenko's discourse. Reading a press, he had possibilities
to get across the assertions that Russians were guilty in destroying Ukrainians. Why
was his opinion about genocide formed by such claims? Just because the voice of
extremists always sounds loudly?

Ukraine must not stand out in a crowd. This is the position of Russian official
authorities according to the problem of Holodomor. Deputy Minister of Foreign
Affairs Grigory Karasin in an interview to a newspaper ‘“Vremja novostey” in
October, 2007 declared that from Holodomor not only ethnic Ukrainians suffered, but
also representatives of many other nations lived in the USSR.® Permanent
Representative of Russian Federation to the UNO in Geneva Valery Loschinin in the
speech on the session of UNO Council on human rights in March, 2008 marked: «The
topic of so-called Holodomor — mass hunger of 30s years of past century — was
touched upon. It was tried to present this tragedy as a crime of genocide, purposeful
elimination of one ethnic group. A historical true is in other. Millions of people of
different nationalities of former Soviet Union — Russians, Ukrainians, Kazakhs,
Tatars and Bashkir became victims of tragic events of those years».’

In contrast to Ukrainian opponents, which understand the difference between

Holodomor and famine, the official authorities of Russia reduce «so-called
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Holodomor» to the famine 1932—-1933 in the USSR. The representatives of Ukrainian
foreign-policy department feel the difference very well and such interpretation causes
unusual for diplomats emotional reaction. In a reply to Valery Loschinin’s
pronouncement the press service of MFA of Ukraine broke out an angry reproof:
«Such statements, with which Russian representatives periodically come forward, are,
in fact, nothing else but cynical attempt to degrade and insult on memory of millions
of our innocently martyred, hungered brothers and sisters, to wipe out even the
mention about this crying page in a bloody chronicle of communist totalitarian
regime». '’

Obviously, in a discussion on such extraordinarily politically motivated problem of
Holodomor it is absolutely necessary to do without emotions. The task of Ukrainian
scientists consists of showing what exactly happened. It is not easy as the most
terrible Stalin’s crime was carefully planned and expertly camouflaged. It is also
essential to deal with the analysis of facts with beforehand agreed terminology. And
finally it i1s important to use knowledge and experience of colleagues from the West
as full as possible as they can manage with the problem without emotions.

Author of this report published his first scientific research about Holodomor in
1991."" After meeting with Moscow scientists in March 2004 it became necessary to
prove declared in 1991 position: Holodomor is a genocide! It is proved in two books
published in 2007."* Theses set below are based on evidential material of these books.
It is necessary to begin with that in the west formed influential trend of so-called
«revisionistsy. Their aim is to clean history of the USSR from the prejudiced
estimations has left since the times of «cold wary». In particular, they disagree with the
view on the hunger 1932-1933 in Ukraine as a genocide, which confirmed in
historiography due to works of R. Conquest and J. Mace. In unison with them many
Russian scientists claim that the bread selected from peasants was used for «saint

affair» — industrialization.
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We will leave for the coming generations a question about whether it is possible to
examine as a genocide hungry death of hundreds of thousand people in different
regions of the USSR, including Ukraine, reasoned by bred stocking with the
subsequent sale of corn abroad. The question is quite in other — in death of millions
of people determined by confiscation of all food under the shelter of corn stocking,
but not by it in fact. Up to the last months 1932 people in Ukraine died, as well as in
other regions, because they were dispossessed of bread. This reasoned death of up to
150 thousand peasants in Ukraine in the first half 1932. " Since November, 1932, they
began to die because they were deprived every other food. At least 3,5 millions died
from famine during 1932—-1933 in Ukraine.

Our opponents in the west as a rule name three arguments to deny, as they seem,
thesis about Holodomor as genocide. First of all, in Ukrainian village starved to death
people of different nationalities. Secondly, nobody pursued Ukrainians on the sign of
their nationality. In the third, is it possible to name a genocide hunger, if soviet
government organized a huge food help in 1933 exactly to the population Ukraine and
Kuban?

An argument about death of people of different nationalities in Ukrainian village does
not seem convincing. It does not give an answer for a question, why number of
victims of hunger in Ukraine and on Kuban in 1933 appeared on next-higher order
than in other regions of European part of the USSR. An answer is simple: terror was
directed against rural regions of Ukraine in which not only Ukrainians lived.

Whom did Stalin destroy? J. Mace was the first who declared that Stalin terror in
Ukraine zeroed in not against people of certain nationality or line of business, but
against the citizens of the Ukrainian state which arose up during disintegration of the
Russian empire, outlived its own death and revived as the soviet state. Formula about
elimination of Ukrainians by hunger as representatives of state-nation, but not ethnic

group (to destroy them as political factor and as and social organism) contains in
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Mace lecture at the first scientific conference on hunger 19321933 in Ukraine which
took a place in Montreal in 1983."

Our opponents say that it is impossible to integrate in a single unit organization of
hunger-genocide with providing food help for starving. It is indisputable that such
help was given. Robert Davies and Stephen Wheatcroft in 2004 published a
monograph in which 35 party-governmental resolutions about granting food help the
starving regions of the USSR are made available. The first of them is dated 7
February and the last — 20 July, 1933 Total volume of help was 320 thousands of
tons of corn cultures. To UkrSRR and on Kuban were directed 264,7 thousands. Other
regions together got 55,3 thousands of tons. "

These numbers convinced R. Conquest that thesis about hunger-genocide is wrong. In
annotation on Davies and Wheatcroft book is underlined that their conclusions «differ
from those were done before by many historians, including Robert Conquesty.
Conquest familiarized with a book as early as a manuscript, and his verdict appeared
next to an author annotation on a dust-cover: «This it is truly prominent contribution
to research of so important problem». Authors quoted in a book his letter that was
written after reading the manuscript, dated September, 2003. In his letter Conquest
declared that Stalin did not had arranged hunger 1933 intentionally, although did
nothing to prevent a tragedy.'®

Conquest’s refusal from his own concept of terror by famine, which became
subheading of his famous book, is understandable. It would seem that new
information about help to the starving peasants of Ukraine is a blow below the belt for
all of supporters of theory of genocide. But!

Genocide can present in two forms: ethnic cleansing and terror by hunger. Genocide
of Armenians or Jews is the typical examples of ethnic cleansings. Is Holodomor the
same? Many patriotically disposed Ukrainians name Holodomor «Ukrainian
Holocaust». They are sure that comparison to the tragedy which is universally

acknowledged as genocide would help to get it to Holodomor either.
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However, such comparison not only distances from a purpose, but also irritates people
who could be allies (such as Bondarenko or Chalenko). Let’s analyze the reaction of
Jewish public men in Ukraine on a question about confession of Holodomor by Israel
as genocide. The head of Association of Jewish organizations and communities
Joseph Zisels declared: «Ukrainian and foreign historians at first has to make certain
if this tragedy can be named the ethnic cleansing. In fact it is impossible
unambiguously to claim that in Ukraine one people exterminated other
consciously..»'’ As we see, Zisels understands Holodomor as ethnic cleansing. He
identifies it with Holocaust that is closer to his understanding. That is not in this way.
We have to understand, the ethnic cleansing in most cases is making the territory free
for other people. Nazi invented a term «vital space» (Lebensraum), and then
developed the plan «Ost» the purpose of which was liberation of territory of East
Europe up to Crimea from a locals in the name of creation Great Germany.

It 1s possible to name some facts that correlate with the theory of the ethnic
cleansings. For example, L. Kaganovich on 1 November, 1932 arrived in Rostov-na-
Dony and on the bureau of North Caucasian raykom of VKP (6) recommended to
apply punitive actions against debtors on bread stocking including removal peasants
from the North. In the Cossack village Medvedovskaya he frankly declared: «We will
transmigrate to the North all, whoever does not want to sow!» In November more
than 60 thousand peasants and Cossacks were deported from Kuban.'®

On August, 15 1933 was created the All-union migrant committee. By the end of the
year 117 thousand collective farmers from Russia and Byelorussia were transmigrated
in Ukrainian villages, population of which died out from hunger. "

These facts, however, are beyond the single unit. Ivan Lusyak-Rudnitskuy studied all
forms of political repressions of Kremlin and made such conclusion: «Stalin’s politics
in relation to Ukraine turned into attempt to break resistance of Ukrainian people by
using physical force. Thus, presumably, he did not mean the total extermination of

.« . 2()
Ukrainiansy.
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This opinion is worth to agree with. Punitive measure against the Ukrainian peasants
it is necessary to examine as terror by hunger, but not as ethnic cleaning. This form of
terror is laid in the norms of Convention of UNO about genocide. Convention defines
genocide as complete or partial abolishing of human group. And any form of terror
supposes to abolish a part of any group for the purpose of frightening the whole one.
Kremlin withdrew all foodstuffs from already starving Ukrainian village in order to
prevent a social explosion. The purpose of this action was to make starvation as hard
as possible. A man, deprived the hope to find food, is not capable on active protest
already.

It should be reminded, that for the first time terror by hunger was applied in Ukraine
in 1921 to cope with the so-called «kulak gangsterism». At that time it was in form of
withdrawing debts in food stocking in already starving south provinces. Hunger was
the result of nature conditions.

After using the weapon of hunger to overcome of resistance of Ukrainian peasants,
Stalin bossed starting from February, 1933 to feed through collective farms and state
farms those, who were able to take part in agricultural campaigns. That is why the
biggest part of food help during the first half 1933 went on Ukraine and North
Caucasus.

The problem of Holodomor has else one terminology collision which hinders
understanding the main point of the matter.

Being based on the testimonies of emigrants — former Ukrainian citizens,
R. Conquest in his book on Great hunger declared that terror had been directed
against Ukrainians. In a review on this book, placed in next edition of his research on
economic history of the USSR Alec Nove pointed out that the Stalin’s blow had been
directed rather on peasants among which was a lot of Ukrainians, than on Ukrainians
among which was a lot of peasants.”’ Scientists argue thereafter: who were destroyed
by Stalin — Ukrainians or peasants? But is it possible to put a question in such way?

It is difficult to imagine that soviet power constantly went hunting for a person only
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because that was Ukrainian. It is also impossible that a person could be destroyed
only because that was a peasant. Holodomor 1932—-1933 was resulted by conjuction of
circumstances of place and time. The logics of Kremlin might be clear while studying
of its socio-economic and national policy.

During onslaught 1918—-1920 bolshevists succeeded to build the bases of command
economy. Starting from 1929 Stalin began new assault with the goal of to do what
Lenin did not manage to: to drive dozens of millions of commodity producers in
communes. This resulted into social explosion in the first quarter of 1930. Stalin had
to step back, stop for a half of a year utter collectivization and to give up from
communes and to limit with the artels.

It would seem that the history of collectivization is well known. But the documents,
first published by Professor Danilov V. P. in 5 volumes of «Tragedy of soviet
country», may lead to an unexpected conclusion. In 1930-1932 the state did not
distinguish collective farms from state farms: everything produced in the public
economy of collective farms was taken away. The worker of state farms (the same
peasant) was given a kind of salary. Collective farmers should have been satisfied
with that was got from a household plots.

We know that the concept of workday unit was formed exactly in this triennial period.
There was a fight against to much equality in payment of labour, were developed
actions on the organizationally-economic strengthening of collective farms. In April,
1930 was adopted the law on bread stocking: collective farms had to hand over the
state from the third to fourth of gross collection. Basic part of harvest had to be
distributed on workday units.*

It had to be distributed, but was not! An extraordinary on a depth world economic
crisis 1929-1933 resulted in a sharp falling in prices on industrial equipment. Soviet
foreign trade organizations bought up everything possible on favourable conditions.
However, prices on agricultural products turned out to go down even more. Nobody

gave to Soviet Union long-term loans until tsar’s debts would have been
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acknowledged. It became necessary to sell more bread to earn currency and pay for
the bills. Bread stocking plans became dimensionless. The state pumped out from
collective farms all harvest aiming to increase export resources.

When it became clear that the state takes away the whole bread, peasants began to
work in a public economy carelessly. A harvest suffered from weeds which nobody
contested with. A corn sheded during the ill-timed harvesting. The losses of harvest at
transporting grew as well. During threshing collective farmers allowed a part of corn
in a straw and chaff, because only wastes were remained for the economy.

Losses of harvest were the result of financial indifference of collective farmers. But in
Kremlin the catastrophic decline of bread stocking was explained by the organized
sabotage or shelter of corn with the purpose of its plundering. On August 7, 1932
Stalin himself wrote the decision of VTSIK and SIK of the USSR «About the guard
of property of state enterprises, collective farms and cooperatives and about
strengthening of communal (socialistic) property». Plundering the property of
collective farms began to be punished by shooting and under «softening
circumstances» — by imprisonment for a term no less than 10 years.

Meantime an economic crisis in Soviet Union grew. Kremlin was forced to shorten a
military budget and expenses on capital building in industry sharply. In basic regions
that produced bread (Ukraine, North Caucasus, Povolzhje) extraordinary purveying
commissions were directed by an autumn 1932. Their activity resulted in hunger.
Hunger began and in non-black soil regions which were taken off from the centralized
supply because of shortage of bread.

State propaganda presented «food difficulties» as the result of kulak sabotage in
collective farms. However in addition to the terroristic measures, which touched by
virtue of different reasons only two Ukrainian regions, Kremlin undertook the
measures of economic order. Industrialization was sharply slowed down and halted

food stocking. On January 19, 1933 Sovnarkom of the USSR and CK VKP(b)
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accepted joint resolution «About obligatory corn deliveries from the state collective
farms and individual economiesy.

Could relationships between the «command heights» be controlled by the state of
economy and agriculture change radically after this decision? Yes, they could. There
1s an example. The decision of X convention of RKP(b) about a transition from food
stocking towards taxes which a new economic policy was begun with. The decision
from January 19, 1933 defined that just a particular part of collective farm products,
which must be known before the beginning of agricultural year, was received by the
state as a tax. Tax character of supplying meant that the corn produced in a collective
farm belonged only to the collective farmers — since they will settle up with the state.
This meant that finally the state acknowledged the right of ownership of collective
farmers on the reared harvest. Collective farms became such as they were memorized
by now above-ground generations.

But why Stalin to overcome a crisis 1932 was not limited by wise economic
measures, but attached to them terrorist measures against Ukrainian regions?

The problem is not only in terror by hunger, directed against Ukrainian peasants. In
the epicenter of the Stalin repressions also appeared half-millioned communist party
of Ukraine. Its number during a few years decreased for almost a half, and its leading
compound in 1937 was fully destroyed. A real hunting started after Ukrainian
intelligentsia which took part in a national liberation fight in 1917-1920.

The most severe form of repressions was applied against a peasantry, but it can not be
named sociocide. Stalin understood that a peasantry is the basis of the nation.
«National question is in essence a peasant question», — he said in March, 1925.%
Stalin’s letter to Kaganovich from August 11, 1932, which often quoted now, has
been known since 2000. Stalin was alarmed by situation in Ukraine. He planned to
carry out unusual cadre combination: to appoint Kaganovich as general secretary of
TSK KP(b)Y with saving after him of post of secretary of TSK VKP(6) and to send to

Ukraine on an assignment vice-chairman OGPU V. Balytsky not taking him off from
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former position. Expounding his view on the situation in Ukraine and plan of cadre
transpositions, Stalin summarized: «Without these and similar actions (economic and
political strengthening of Ukraine, above all things — its border-line regions and so
on), I repeat — we can lose Ukraine».”*

Now we know the reports of OGPU for the Kremlin. Position was hard everywhere,
but Stalin selected Ukraine — national republic with huge economic and human
potential, which bordered Europe. He did not forget that in 1917-1919 Ukraine had to
be conquered for three times. He did not forget that IV All Ukrainian party conference
black-balled the list of members of TSK of KP(b) that Lenin recommended in spring
in 1920 and chose the leaders of own free will. He remembered that during the first
months in 1930 he was forced to stop collectivization because of social explosion on
Right-bank Ukraine. But was the threat to lose Ukraine «as soon as things go worse»
so motivated?® That is Stalin's phrase in his letter to Kaganovich from August 11,
1933.

Our west colleagues most often underestimate the national background of crisis
broken out at the beginning of 1930s. For them starving Ukrainian peasant remains
just a peasant, rather then Ukrainian soviet citizen. They perceive The Soviet Union
as alliance of republics without any rights created by so-called «title» nation. But
USSR took such form only after famine 1932-1933 and terror in 1937-1938. Soviet
Union had been an alliance of states before.

Soviet state system is really complicated definition as in primary (Russian)
measurement so in secondary (national). Subordinated to the dictatorship of the
Kremlin chiefs soviets had a real executive power. Due to this Bolshevik party was
changing into state structure.

Though Russia remained the state-forming republic, the centre of Union did not try
neither to identify itself with it (this was prevented by the constitutional construction
of the USSR), nor to create in Moscow competitive centre of Russian authorities. The

principle «together and on the same level» when formally independent republics
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entered the Soviet Union rang the bell in 1990-1991 in opposition M. S. Gorbachev
and B. N. Elcin.

So what was danger in doubled construction of authorities while moving from soviet
state system towards national one (in this instance — Russian)? It was divided on
primary and secondary. The secondary danger was formed from actions of those
politicians, who disagreed with the centre or could be disagreed potentially. So all
politburo CK KP(b)U, dozens of thousands state system workers and representatives
of national intelligentsia were taken to reprisals.

Primary danger, which explained these repressions, hid in those advantages of power
construction which extracted the Kremlin for itself. Soviets including the national
ones concentrated the real executive power that was making the party state structure.
Until this power was controlled directly from the Kremlin, there was no threat for
disintegration of the Soviet Union. But if this control moved to the regional structures
of the party (in case of crisis in the centre) the threat became real. The biggest threat
was associated in Kremlin with Ukraine which had strong traditions national (not
soviet!) state-making.

After USSR forming Kremlin started to unfold in national republics the campaign of
korenisation that aimed ingraining soviet authorities in non-Russian surrounding. In
Ukraine korenisation quickly went beyond the scope of bureaucratic campaign and
became the instrument of the national renaissance. After census 1926 Ukrainian
leaders emphatically raised up the question before politburo CK VKP(b) of
incorporating to the republic bordering territories, where Ukrainians were the majority
of the population, including Kuban district of Russian Federation. These petitions did
not succeed. However leaders of UkrSSR managed to get Kremlin consents for
ukrainisation of those regions outside the borders of republic, where Ukrainians
formed the majority. In short time on Kuban activity of administrative institutions,
schools, mass media became keeping on Ukrainian language. Kremlin was looking

after this success with increasing anxiety. Wholly Ukrainian Kuban would have been

22



attached towards UkrSSR. That meant increase dangerously great human potential of
Ukraine in USSR.

So, the second half 1932 turned out to be the cross point of two crisises at Kremlin’s
social-economic and national politics. As the documents show, Stalin most of all was
afraid of social explosion in hungering Ukraine. The repressions started soon, were
directed against Ukrainian peasants (the terror by famine) and against Ukrainian
intelligentsia (the individual terror in mass scale, cleanings of parties cells). The
repressions were not against people of defined nationality, but against Ukrainian
citizens. It was clear that they were the same Ukrainians. The thing 1s that Ukrainian
citizens even in a strait jacket of the soviet republic were dangerous for Kremlin
leaders just by their existence.

When we say that government made peasants completely dependent on itself by
confiscations of their food supplies, we are required to show the document. No
document means no genocide. People experienced Holodomor, narrate about special
brigades that searched into peasant households and withdrew all provisions. Dozens,
hundreds, thousands of witnesses from different villages form complete picture. If it
1s right, that it is to do the only possible conclusion: those brigades had the order even
though it was not fixed on the paper. But we are required for the written document...
Well, it is possible to present the written document, but only in particular context. In
November 1932 Stalin sent the exceeding bread stocking commissions: under
V. M. Molotov’s direction to UkrSSR, under L .M. Kaganovich’s— to Kuban.
According to Stalin’s instructions Molotov formed the text of two resolutions — CK
KP(b)U from 18 November and SNK USSR from 20November, which had the same
title: “On measures on reinforcement the bread stockings”. The final text Stalin visaed
as well. The resolutions contained the points about natural meat and potato fines.*®
The Politburo CK VKP(b) used the situation created by terrorist actions of these
commissions and announced ukrainisatoin of North Caucasus as “petlurovskaya”. In

the resolution CK VKP(b) and SNK USSR from December 14 1932 was required
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«immediately to translate at North Caucasus from Ukrainian language to Russian
language as more comprehensible for Kuban inhabitants all paperwork of soviet and
cooperative organs in «ukrainianased» regions, as well as all newspapers and
magazines, as well as to prepare and by autumn to transmit teaching at schools in
Russian language».”’

On January 1, 1933 Stalin sent the telegram to Kharkov with demand to deliver bread.
He suggested to CK KP(b)U and SNK UkrSSR «to inform widely through the village
soviets collective farms, collective farmers and working individuals that:

a) those of them, who will of own accord deliver the state earlier stolen and hidden
bread, will not be subjected to the repression;

b) as to those collective farmers, collective farm and individuals, that persistently
keep on hiding stolen and hidden from account bread, will be used measures,
provided by resolution CIK and SNK USSR from August 7 1932.»°

This telegram, consisted of two quoted items, seems strange. Stalin had never
appealed towards peasants of any union republic with threats before. Furthermore, he
knew that there was no bread in Ukraine, since chekists searches in December gave
little result. However, sense of the document becomes clear if to match these two
items. The second point was addressed to those who ignored the first one and did not
delivered bread. It was possible to get to know who had hidden bread only by
searching. Thus, Stalin’s telegram was a signal for starting the searches.

Those, who outlived Holodomor, narrate that during searches not only potatoes and
meat were withdrawn, as it was foreseen in resolutions about natural fines, but all
edible products. So the telegram faultlessly points to the person, who gave the signal
for the start of the withdrawal of provisions, to the person who organized the terror by
famine.

Stalin’s actions have to be analyzed in their total combination. At the united politburo
CK and presidium CKK VKP(b) meeting at November 27 1932 he linked the collapse

of bread collecting not with the policy of rasverstka (that was refused from in January
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1933 with the remittance of relations between state and collective farms on tax base),
but with sabotage at collective farms and state farms. «It would be unreasonably, —
general secretary declared then, — if communists, proceeding from that the collective
farms are socialist form of economy, not to answer on kicks of these separate
collective farmers and collective farms by devastating blowsy.*’

The prime reason of the terrorist action was Stalin’s command’s was wish to conduct
from themselves guilt for economic collapses into «socialist building», which lead to
the famine in the whole country. «Devastating blow» was against republic that was
the biggest one, which bordered Europe and could use the crisis in the center (lets
remember Stalin’s expression «as soon as things go worse») and realize its
constitutional right for output out of the USSR.

Stalin was not limited by provisions confiscations. On January 22, 1933 he on his
own hands (the autograph is left) wrote the letter to CK VKP(b) and SNK USSR. It
started in such way: «CK VKP and Sovnarkom got some information that from
Kuban and Ukraine mass peasant’s departure «for bread» began to CCHO’, for
Volga, Moscow obl., West obl., Belorussia». Kremlin demanded from heads of the
nearby regions to block UkrSSR and Kuban.*

Those who survived during Holodomor had impression that power destroyed people
on ethnic sign. Reality turned out to be more complex. The authorities killed and
rescued Ukrainian peasants at the same time. Pavel Postyshev arrived at the end of the
January 1933 in Ukraine with dictatorial authority and two tasks. He had to organize
the spring sowing campaign and liquidate «nationalistic gradient» in the party and
soviet system. In February he let the access to available in UkrSSR supplies of bread
to feed starving population. At the same time Postyshev acted against Ukrainian
communist party and non-party intelligentsia. Ukraine lost its potential for struggle
after Holodomor and mass repressions in 1937-1938 (with the exclusion of west

areas, which were included in USSR at 1939).

7 Central Chernozem region.
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In this report definition «Kremlin» was used. It is clear that not building itself and
even not the residence of highest authorities in modern Russia was meant. That is the
name for the center of party-soviet power. It is not correct to name Moscow as a
residence of those who changed fate of soviet peoples as it is a political center of
Russian people. In soviet times Moscow remained the capital of Russian
Federation — the most politically limited republic that was not allowed to have a
republican state body with its CK.

There no those politicians already, who threw Ukraine into whirlpool of terrifying
repression. Totalitarian state whose leaders are responsible for Holodomor does not
exist either. We have to be calm and reasonable while looking at our past, at all hard
and complicated pages of our common history. We are waiting from international
public the confession of this crime as genocide. First of all, we are waiting for this
from Russian Federation. Its population had many millions losses during Stalin’s

individual rule.
