The Azov ports, the Russian frontier of internadibtrade
from the last third of the 1Bto the last third of the ocentury,
developed according to the Russian Imperial plansSbuth Rus-
sia to connect it with the international economye&ks were
brought and given privileges for their entrepreséiyr — capital
and «know-how» in trade and shipping and contribbutecidedly
in the economic integration of the area in the gl@xonomy. Al-
though demographically they were fewer than in Gdeghey
formed in Taganrog a solid national group that #&dein the
multiethnic character of the city and indicated ayrism that de-
termined its path. The Greeks of Taganrog formedheagral part
of the city’s administrative body and institutioosntributing not
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only to its economy as merchants and shipownersalsot to its
physiognomy as grateful citizens to their host-aitigh their en-
dowments.

The study will bring out the above developmentsauritie
light of new archival material that has come outhef rich Russian
and Ukrainian archives in combination with the eestEuropean
archives. It will analyze and interpret the factofsthe develop-
ment of Greek entrepreneurship in the Azov Seaénitd' cen-
tury, using as a paradigm the city of Taganrog. &ime is to ex-
amine the formation of the city from its very bagimg and to ana-
lyze the participation of the Greeks and the meisas they de-
veloped to connect it to the international markéte study con-
sists of five parts. In the first part the Russpolicy to attract
Greeks in southern Russia is analyzed. The negetparts exam-
ine the three phases of the development of thekSneethe city:
1775-1838, the period of the Greek Magistrate, 48880, the
period of the heyday of the city, and 1881-1914opl that starts
with the destructive vilification of the Greek mbkants and the
famous Trial of the Taganrog Customs and ends wiéh First
World War.

tors. In parallel, wealthy Greek families carriad lmusiness in the
field of trade navigation, being the owners of §@ort companies.
For example, in 186%he Anatra Brothers Trading and Shipping
Company was established; in the early 1880s — the firm of
D. Manusi, in 1883 the steamship companies of yrbigonte
and Rodokanaki brothers emerged.

The share of Greeks in the Black Sea and the Azw S
maritime transport was rather significant. Accogdito our esti-
mates, by the late XIX century the ratio of eth@ieeks among
steam ship owners was 23% (17 persons of 73 it).tétacord-
ingly, in 1899 the number of Greeks ship owners w8s(or
17.5%). Analysis of the social structure of Greédam vessels
owners allows to conclude that most of them (appds%) were
merchants or honorary citizens. With regard toirsgivessels the
situation was different. The ratio of ethnic Greelsssailing ves-
sels owners was just 8% (or 46 persons of 565 tal)towith
12.5% ships (83 of 668 in total). Almost two thirolsGreek sail-
ing ships owners (28 persons) were representedelty pour-
geois, and 15 by merchants or honorary citizens.

The Greek ships (Frangopulo firm etc.) transporgeain
abroad. F. Zvorono’s ships (his shipping compang wae of the
largest enterprises in the south of the Empirejsparted Donetsk
coal, cement, flour, sugar, wine to the Baltic, graper, wire,
nails, matches, shoes back to the Black Sea cBasdll shipment
of coal, salt and wood were also delivered by isgiliessels to the
Black Sea ports.

The Greek entrepreneurs took an active part in ressgs of
ship owners of the Black and Azov Seas area. TRuZyorono
was elected a member of the Permanent CommitteéleeaFirst
Congress in 1909.
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To sum it up, it is worth noting a considerable tcdtion
of Greek shipping companies to sea shipping devedop in the
south of the Russian Empire. Activities of the nhartt marine of
the Black Sea and Azov Sea area, in its turn, ptedithe growth
of the market economy, encouraging developmenbofesbtic and
external trade, implementation of national indadtmoderniza-
tion.

From the «Overseas Guest» to Trading Houses:
Greek Commercial Capital in the Russian Empire

The Greek merchants made their place as the leafl¢he
Black Sea trade in the Early Medieval Times. Thestywsocial
structure of the Moscow Kingdom hampered developnoérihe
Russian merchant class. Simultaneously, the Russais encour-
aged activities of foreign merchants («overseastgug in every
possible way, providing them with huge amount olvifgges,
benefits and support of the tsarist administrat®eter | who de-
termined the strategy of Russian outposts advanaemme the
Black Sea water area, protected foreign merchamttheir turn,
they helped him to implement a technological breakigh in the
context of Petrine modernization.

Following the integration of the Black Sea area itfite Rus-
sian Empire Greek merchants managed to maintain lereading
positions in international trade within this regidy the mid 18
century they represented the lion’s share of thgulld merchants,
holding exclusive rights for international commaetcobperations.
According to the census of 1897, 424 Greeks of harcfamilies
lived in Ukraine. The amount of Greeks was 0.6%t¢tdl 67 170
merchants), but their influence exceeded the sgnificantly, as
they represented a peculiar «merchant aristocraeying under
their control almost half of the Russian grain exp&conomic
growth and the so-called «wheat rush» in Southdaraide in the
second half of 19 century were the background for modernization
and concentration of Greek commercial capital. Gneek trading
houses were the first to use a simplified procedeliaed to estab-
lishment of trading houses; as a result, that ntadm unrivaled.
In 1836 8 merchant houses were in operation in €xjesith the
annual turnover above 2 ml rubles. Most of ¥2ytlild merchants
were Greeks by origin: Rodockanaki, Marazli, Ralliavrocor-
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dato, Papudov, Zarifi etc.; in fact, they createédk monopoly in
the sphere of grain export within the Black Sea Andv Sea wa-
ter area. By 1866 there were just 9 Greek tradogsés with huge
capitals, amounting to 100 000 — 300 000 rublegetemerchants
represented an active social force, making investsn@to socio-
cultural development of Greek communities and ttiestructure
of Southern Ukraine.

Greeks in the Black Sea Trade at the End
of 18" Century: Exploiting New Opportunities

Black sea trade was until the mid of thé"X&ntury an ex-
clusive Ottoman issue. Since the™lBentury the Straits were
closed to the foreigner ships and, since the shammmd the Black
sea were under Ottoman control, the sea resemblad Ottoman
lake. The products of the Black Sea were mainlyreskkd to the
Ottoman capital, since Istanbul had continuous armeased
needs in foodstuffs. The Ottoman Empire accordinthé princi-
ple of social rest and satisfying provisioning &f population and
mainly of the capital’s population, had early enodgken specific
measures in order to satisfy this principles.

In the west Mediterranean ports used to arrive ssfiipm
Taganrog and Odessa loaded with cereals, but Wesealso a big
number of ships departing from Istanbul or the Aeygislands of
Psara, Hydra and Spetses loaded with cereals @ilatl doward
west especially after 1780 and until 1820. Thospsshad Greek
captain and sailed under Ottoman, Russian and dtgs. They
had to compete Austrian, French and British mertshamho
loaded their cargo on ships with various flags sashRussian,
French and Austrian. As after 1780 we can folloe ¢ipening of
the east Mediterranean economy to the west Meditean, we
can assume that the Greek presence in west Medfigan ports is
close related to the opportunities of high proffeced by the trade
between west and east.

We can follow the flourishing of Greek shippingtbé 18th
century based on data from the database Amphifnatevas cre-
ated during a research project conducted by thiahodniversity
in the years 2004-2007 under the coordination of.Rselina Har-
laftis entitled «Greek Maritime History, $8Century». We have
collected data from the health authorities of thedNtrranean
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ports of Corfu, Trieste, Malta, Leghorn, Genoa, 8&dte, the ar-
chives of the sailors guild in Venice and the natimn licenses
issued by the ottoman and Hapsburg authorities. déa on
Greek ships that arrived in west Mediterranean sport issued
navigation licenses by the ottoman and Hapsburgoaities show
the flourishing of the Greek merchant fleet and ghedual open-
ing of eastern Mediterranean and the Black SeadoWestern
Mediterranean and the Atlantic.

Chians in the Russian Empire:
Social Adaptation and National Self-ldentification

In late 18" — early 18 centuries the representatives of pow-
erful Greek trading and financial houses, Chian®igin, settled
down in the port cities of the Southern Russian Eengdessa,
Nikolaiev, Berdiansk, Rostov-on-Don, Taganrog, Xei&erch.
The families of Mavrocordatos, Rodockanaki, Petkédao, Ralli,
Averino, Skaramanga, Negroponte, Sevastopulo eeliat kinship
and business ties, for dozens of years kept unalgrat the bulk
of commercial operations of the Russian Black SehAzov Sea
ports.

The key points of the report are as follows:

1. In the first half of the 9century Chians adhered to tradi-
tional matrimonial policy, that is, marriages wenainly effected
between the related Chian families.

2. Despite being the members of Russian merchalatsgin
the first half of the 19 century the representatives of Chian fami-
lies were the citizens of Great Britain, the Ottontampire, Aus-
tria-Hungary, France, and later of Greece.

3. The main lines of economic activities were dkes: in-
ternational trade, banking, land speculation, leakk
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4. Chians played a leading part in economic liféghef South
of the Russian Empire.

5. Chians had a powerful stroke with the Greek comtres
of the Black Sea and Azov Sea cities, they werelired in wide
charity activities.

6. Gradually Chians were integrated in the Russiagiety;
marriages were effected with Russian citizens widondt belong
to Greek commercial and financial aristocracy.

7. In late 18 century most heirs of Chians’ clans were not
engaged in economic activities; they lived maintytbe interests
from the capitals and leasehold. They took out Russitizenship
on a mass basis, entered the civil service, boegfhtes, submitted
petitions for hereditary nobility, trying to getpivileged status
within the social structure of the Russian Empire.

8. Cultural bench-marks were changed. Not only igreat
also Russian cultural, educational and social @ssoos became
the objects of sponsorship and philanthropy.

Foreign Missions in Mariupol and Their Impact on Trade
(late 19" — early 20" Centuries)

By the end of 18 — early 28 centuries Mariupol swiftly
transformed from a provincial Greek town to a nahinic city
with fast — growing economy. Traditionally Mariusinhabitants
dealt with crafts, but trade was the most profgaidcupation. Due
to the railway line constructed in 1882 Mariupolsmeonnected
with Donbas coal region, Kharkiv, Kyiv and Moscothat fact
had a powerful impact on its development. In 18&&9la trade
seaport was constructed as well.

In late XIX century the joint Russian-Belgian andsRian —
French capitals were invested in construction af tetallurgical
plants, namely: Nikopol-Mariupol Mining and Metallurgical
Societyand «The Russian Providence», which laid the gredod
construction of large metallurgical plants in threaawith the fol-
lowing transformation of Mariupol in the center wietallurgical
industry of the Southern Russia. Mariupol’s finahdlows went
mainly through the banks of Rome, Brussels and @aym70% of
the capital invested in metallurgy was of foreigigim.

International organizations contributed signifidgnto the
trade development. In 1910 the following foreigrssimns were in
operation in Mariupol: the Vice-Consulate of Gréattain, the
Consular Agency of France, the Imperial Vice-Coaslof Ger-
many, the Royal Italian Consular Agency, the Imgleaind Royal
Austrian-Hungarian Consular Agency, the Vice-Coataul of
Spain, the Vice-Consulate of Greece.

The mentioned period is characterized by esseunpalirge
of Mariupol's population. In terms of its ethniawtture, it grew
more heterogeneous by 1913. Thus, according to «¥isia
Yekaterinoslavskaia guberniia» («All YekaterinoslBrvovince»)
reference book, «the number of Mariupol's inhaligais esti-

mated at 57 747, with Russians and Greeks — 65¥s Je15%;
Poles — 10%; French — 3%; Turkish — 3%; others ».4&ach
ethic group contributed to the further developndrthe region.

In early 20" century Mariupol was an industrially developed
town and a rail and water transport center in thetls of the Rus-
sian Empire, with enterprises of heavy, machindding, con-
struction, light and food industries.

Contribution of Greek Community to Economic Developnent
of Kerch-Yenikal Town
in late 18" — early 19" Centuries

In late 18" — early 18 centuries Greeks, the most populous
group of Kerch and Yenikal, held a monopoly positio domestic
and foreign trade of the region. Further to therBewf Katherine
II, the Greek community was entitled to tax-fread, but it re-
ferred just to consumer goods.
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In late 18" — early 18' centuries the main exported products
were fish (mainly, salty) and salt. The retainegants included
grocery-ware, tobacco, wood, tableware etc. Eslhgcia
noteworthy is the fact that the main export field=re in the hands
of the Greek community.

In the 2% half of 19" century the life of the Greek commu-
nity was regulated by the laws of the Russian Ee)@is the effec-
tive period of the benefits provided to the firste€k settlers was
over. Many of Greek petit bourgeois made capital got the mer-
chant status.

In practice, during the mentioned period the repmesgtives
of the Greek community were involved in all aredsactivities.
They played a significant role in industry and #adt that time
business, as a rule, was run on a personal basis.

The significance of the Greek community in tradgeuted in
a wide Greek representation in elected trade réguleodies,
namely: commercial courts (Vlastari, Despotuli)e thuarantine
okrug (Kachoni, Vlastari), the merchant uprava @aghe trade
deputation (Kumma).

By the 1880s Kerch port became a large sea terminal
September, 1899 the Kerch-Yenikal Pilots Assocmti@s estab-
lished with the monopoly pilotage right. TraditidigaGreeks held
leading positions in this association (Pano, DrakepManeraki
etc.).

Overall, it should be emphasized that trade deveéoy
within Kerch-Yenikal town area and putting in opeya of Kerch
port is directly linked with trading activities tiie Greek commu-
nity. Its representatives promoted formation andetigoment of
certain industries in the region, aimed at expadé operations.

The Records of Odessa Commercial Court
as a Research Source of Commercial Life in Odessa
in 19" — early 20" century

The Odessa Commercial Court (OCC) was opened on No-
vember 26, 1808 further to the «The Statute of Gloenmercial
Court for the City of Odessa» approved by the EmpAtexander
| on March 10, 1808. It covered bargains investiggtcases on
guardianships and insolvency, actions on billsess®ient certifi-
cates, registration of trade firms and purchasegaxithin Odessa
gradonachal’stvo (city of Odessa).

The ptajearked the
beginning of the commercial courts system in thedtan Empire,
aimed at promoting business development and eftidemmer-
cial conflict-solving. In the first third of #century similar courts
were established in the cities with fast growingremmy, namely:
Taganrog (1818), Feodosia (1819, later transfetcederch),
Arkhangelsk (1821), Ismail (1824, later transfertedKishinev),
St. Petersburg (1832), Moscow (1833), Novocherkads35s),
Kharkov, Tiflis, Warsaw. Since 1864, following tlaeloption of
the new court regulations, the question arosermdef abolishing
commercial courts due to their completed historioasion.

1917.

The Greek Community of Berdiansk
in the Post-Reform Period

Berdiansk’s advantageous location attracted atterdf for-
eign settlers since its coming into existence. Bués intensive
development, thislyezdtown of Tauric province was in the front
rank among Azov seaports. The protectionist paditthe Russian
government, favorable conditions for economic aitis were
rather attractive for Greeks, since trade was tkey means of
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subsistence. They occupied a separate block ipdHearea, living
along the landing pier. With a view of self-presgion and effi-
cient life activities Greeks established a solid{ hot numerous
town community. In 1913 about 90 Greek familieetvin Berdi-
ansk.

The Greek Kindom was the first to open its tradesmon.
Over the given period the Consulate of Greece irdiBask was
headed by Lambro Ambanopulo, Mikhail Paikos, P&iwffo,
Antonio Sangvinetti, Grigorii Papadaki. The Greedtlers were
represented by different social groups, mainly bg tmerchant
class. Rich Greeks were elected as memlggasifyig of thezem-
stvo(district) and town council. In 1877 K. Argiropwheas elected
a member of the military council. In 1867 S. Lampsis elected
the uyezd(district) marshal of the nobility and the headugkzd
zemstvo sobranii@itrict assembly); in 1873 a collegiate secretary
D. Stavraki was elected the uyezd judge.

Greeks represented an active group within Berdiaasko-
economic structure. As leading entrepreneurs, thelg strong
positions in traditional grain export. G. Kupp’'svaivement in
grain trade resulted in significant family capiistifies to the fact.
Commercial enterprise of Greek merchants contribtitethe re-
gion’s development of domestic and foreign tradengside with
that of the city.

Greeks had great concern for opening new schomdsepr-
ing their national cultural heritage, making inveshts in educa-
tion development and construction of churches. analtel, the
Greek community was not exclusive; many of thenardgd Ber-
diansk as their second homeland.

Despite the small number of the Greek communisymtilti-
sided economic, commercial and public activitids designificant
mark in economy and history of Berdiansk.

The Kharadzhaievs in Mariupol

The Kharadzhaievs were one of a few Greek famiires
Mariupol which played a significant role in diffeespheres of the
city life in 19" century.

This merchant dynasty takes its origin from AntohakK
radzha whose family settled in Mariupol during ratipn of
Christians from the Crimea in 1778-1780. Due tcomglicated
economic situation A. Kharadza lost all his cagitahd got the
status of a petty bourgeois. Later his sons Kostraand David
managed to restore their merchant status. It wasdDaho con-
tributed much to progressive economic welfare ef fdimily and
its influnce in Mariupol. He also laid the grourfds philanthropic
activities the family got famous for.

Oleksandr, David's son, carried on the family bass He
changed the surname «Kharadza» to «Kharadzhaiesamily’s
considerable capital enabled O. Kharadzhaiev toorbeca i
guild merchant. He established a trading houseirftarmediate
grain trade and grain export. Oleksandr was theeowh coasting
vessels and ships, a coal fieldStov’ianoserbsky uyezth addi-
tion, he owned a great deal of rental houses. Eafjenoteworthy
is his active involvement in social and cultur& lof Mariupol: in
1860-1864 he was the city mayor, participated erithactivities
and education development — for all his deeds eadeereditary
title of Mariupol's honorable citizen.
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Oleksandr’'s son David was the most successful enfaim-
ily. He expanded the range of trading activitiegsemmwed branches
in Bakhmut and Oleksandrivskyyezdz;in 1889 he constructed
sizable granaries in a new port; was the ownerlafge brickyard
and title factory. David was the head both of thenmittee and
arbitration commission of Mariupol commodity exchapa mem-
ber of the uyezd and provincial agricultural contegs.

Special emphasis must be put on D. Kharadzhaiexgals
and philanthropic activities: he wasg#snyi (city councilor) of
the povit (district) and provincial assemblies; a membethef city
dumaand the povit school council, the welfare assistagssocia-
tion; was elected a magistrate. He donated 30 Obi@s for hospi-
tal construction in Mariupol. His contribution redd to establish-
ment of a sanatorium for consumptives, as wellciisities of the
«White Flower Association» (providing financial gapt to tuber-
cular patients) can scarcely be overestimated. Didliaradzhaiev
was awarded the Orders of St. Volodymyr, Anna atahiSlav,
the Greek Order of the Savior for his outstandiagrises to the
country and citizens. In 1915 he got the title leé Councilor of
State. The events of 1917-1919 forced D. Kharadztsafamily
to leave Mariupol. Unfortunately, his afterlifeusknown.

The Kharadzhaievs made an immense contributiorhéo t
development of different spheres of Mariupol's lifie19" — early
20" century; its representatives still remain a mazfesuccessful
businessmen, public figures and sponsors for fugarerations.

Odesa Greek Commercial School:
Operation and Impact on City and Trade Development

The Greek Commercial School was established in ®des
1813 during the growing Greek liberation movem@ifte institu-
tion was aimed at providing qualified personneltfade shipping
in the Black Sea and Mediterranean areas. In gérélhad to re-
spond to the liberation ideas of the patriot-spditGreeks. It is
precisely this fact that explains emergence ofRiti&i Eteria se-
cret organization; quite a few of its members wstadents or
teachers of the above school. The Greek CommefaiaMer-
chant) School got an immediate financial supporGoéek mer-
chants and attracted noted Greek scholars as éesfunamely:
H. Hennadios, I. Makris, K. Vardalakhos, etc.

From the very beginning certain contradictions weke
served with regard to the key points of teachingcpss: obtaining
commercial skills for further trade operations amal/igation or
patriotic education, including learning Old and Mad Greek,
literature and mythology. In any event, emphasis made on the
Humanities. Hence, Odesa Commercial School remaamed of
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the few secondary education institutions for Gredksafter rec-
ognition of the Kingdom of Greece, patriotic edimatat the
school became less topical.

During its existence the school kept pace withdatleanced
teaching methods. The so-called Lancaster system swacess-
fully applied here over a certain period of timéeTschool facili-
ties included a printing office for publishing mats, works of
Greek scholars, classical books. The school wasitaiaed by
Greek merchants (out of profit taxes) and insuracm@panies.
The merchants who provided financial support oneamnanent
basis got the status of a «keeper». They electeg thphors and
three advisors, who, in their turn, had to mandgeschool. Ac-
cording to the school statute, only Greeks merchhat the right
to be elected aphors. In this way they kept undetrol both the
school development and the position of the Greeknoanity in
Odessa.

Confronting the Russian Government: Mari Vagliano,
the Big Greek Grain Merchants and the Trial
of the Taganrog Customs, 1881-1886

The aim of the paper is to reveal the confrontatbGreek
big merchants, headed by Mari Vagliano, with thesstan Gov-
ernment that led to the famous Trial of the TaggrZmistoms. In
1885-1886, the «biggest Trial of all times», tod#cp in which
thirty-eight persons were accused, mainly Greekcheets and
Taganrog port and Customs officials; but it wadeni that Mari
Vagliano was the big «fish» that was mainly sought.
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The three Vagliano Brothers, — Mari, Panagi and réad
were the founders of one of the largest Greek diasprading
houses in the second half of thé"i@ntury, a nodal company of
the extensive maritime network of the Greeks thatied grain
from the Black Sea to western Europe. One hask®uader con-
sideration that during this period the Black Sed-pities rose as
world’s most important gateways for grain exporise area of the
Azov Sea, with the leading port of Taganrog wasseond most
important export region after Odessa in the Blagl &gion.

Mari Vagliano, the eldest of the three brothershe odther
two brothers were based in London and Marseillagas estab-
lished in Tangarog since the 1820s. In 1881 heagassed for tax
evasion, forgery and bribery against the RussiateStnd was put
to prison; he bailed himself out paying 1,000,000les. In the
trial that took place in 1885 he was found guilty forgery and
was sentenced to exile to Tobolsk and was chargédideaof
724,000 rubles. He appealed immediately to the ColiCass-
ation (Appeal) in St. Petersburg and won the cdse;Court an-
nulled the first Kharkov decision. The Court in Kkav had to re-
examine his case and found him innocent of forgerg charged
him a fine of 396.000 rubles. Mari Vagliano remairnie Tagan-
rog, the city in which he lived almost all his lifentil his death in
1893. He left a fortune that according to variogsneations was
between 50 to 150 million rubles.

Why did the Russian Government initiated accusation
against the Greeks in 1881? The whole trial meesirdctive vilifi-
cation of the Greek merchants and a decline of fiiagg’s eco-
nomic life that continued for at least a decadel tis Trial have to
do with the business system of the ethnic minaritrethe frontier
markets of Russia in the T@entury?

From Odessa to Novorossiisk:
Big Grain Exporters in the Black and Azov Seas Ares

The study sheds light on the grain exporters ofBlaek and
Azov Seas areas in the context of their developntemtover, social
and ethno-confessional structure since fié&f of 19" century.

1. Grain export in coastal areas of the Black andvASeas

In 19" century the function of grain trade in Russia was
similar to that of oil and natural gas today. InL&3&rain export
amounted to 20 ml pood (16.8 kg. — Translator'sjanh 1915 it
amounted to above 650 ml pood.

2. Grain exporters (the middle ofi8entury).

A number of grain exporters groups were establishetie
given region. In fact, in the®1half of XIX century grain export
was carried on mostly by Greek companies, alongsitle some
German, ltalian, French firms, while Russian conggmvere out
of business.

3. Structure of grain exporters.

Grain exporters were mainly represented by expegemer-
chants who had been engaged in business since! thaiflof 19"
century and had sufficient trade practices.

Contribution of Italian Merchants in Development
of Trade and Economic Relations of Ukrainian
Black Sea Ports (the T half of 19" Century)

The main sources for the given research were arstathdti-
cal collections on foreign trade within the 181351 &eriod, peri-
odicals of the South of the Russian Empire whichtaio the data
on merchants; in particular, the names of citiesv(is), merchant
guilds, volumes of annual incomes, information dwpging de-
velopment and shipping state property; list of etgub and im-
ported goods, trading volumes.

According to official statistics of mid fcentury, the export
ratio of the Black Sea ports (mainly grain) to irrtga international
trade was above 30% to 10% (of total turnover efEmpire). Lack
of monopoly in foreign trade through Odessa, Kherddykolav,
Feodosiia etc. was regarded as a determinant affiressive trade
shipping. Actually, in the™ half of 19" century trade in the South
was considered by the ruling top as an alterndtvihe Northern
route which was practically monopolized by English.

The development of the Black Sea and Mediterramggaim
trade (the T half of 19" century) had a positive impact on Italian
merchants and their further involvement in foretggde. Having
sufficient capitals, they created grain trading pamies in new
Black Sea ports and, on top of that, establisheskecbusiness rela-
tions with Italy. Activities of big Italian merchés largely pro-
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moted grain export to Italy as one of the most pective foreign
trade areas of the Russian Empire.

Rapid and efficient development of the Russianditatela-
tions was supported by the Russian government.ead-ghip im-
munity from taxation and low grain prices put Odess the top
among other Russian ports.

External factors as preconditions for successtdédrwere
also of considerable importance. First, the comtialeblockade
promoted the trade development, since many cosnwire un-
able to import goods through the Baltic and Medérean ports
and, thus, had to cooperate with intermediate et merchants
through the Black Sea ports. Later, the Napoleeovacs slowed
down the Russian-Italian trade for certain periédime. During
the postwar period it was growing very fast; Italieommercial
firms were opened in Odessa, Mariupol, KhersoncKeFeodisiia
etc., followed by a regional trade network. Befdne Crimean
War Russian-Italian trade was on top of its develept during
half a century.

Greek Merchants in Russian Trade of 18 Century

In Russia of 18 century trading activities of Western Euro-
pean and Asian merchants got a new impulse. Greskhants
also contributed to Russian trade of those times © the lack of
the sources, it is not easy to identify the scdptheir trading ac-
tivities in Russia over the whole century. Greekrchants were
mostly actively involved in external commercialatbns of Rus-
sia with the Balkan states, as well as Middle East Southern
European countries. Traditionally, Greeks playesigaificant role
in land trade through fairs at the Russian-Ukrainerder, the
merchants of Nizhyn’s Greek community included.

In 18" century trading activities of Greek merchants were
also observed in St. Petersburg and Moscow, b thery were
much behind other merchants both in number andhbssi

In 18" century sea shipping was of primary importance in
terms of foreign trade. Within this field Greek rleants could act
as middlemen and initiators of Russia’s externahic@rcial con-
tacts in the Black Sea and Mediterranean regionsthig mid
18" century some Greek merchants in Istanbul intendgshrtici-
pate in various similar projects. They knew the $tas market
and had commercial ties in Italy, as, for instanégostle
Stavr(os) who joined an Italian trading companyhwat view of
getting to the Russian market via the Azov regiod e Don
basin.

Greek merchants of the Black Sea and Azov Sea pouisl
take direct part in Russia’s foreign trade justrabe last decades
of 18" century. Presumably, they held dominant positfocoim-
pared with other foreign merchants. Thus, rathenglete data on
trade in Taganrog in 1793 are available; they prameevident
prevalence of Greek merchants, with nearly 60%heftotal turn-
over in Taganrog. It should be emphasized thabtlie of Greeks,
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being the citizens of Russia, had permanent reselenTaganrog.
The share of the local Ottoman Greeks amountetbaatal 0% of
the total Taganrog’s turnover.

Patronage and the Judiciary: an Appraisal
of the Court of the Nezhin Greeks

The Kriterion or Court of the Nezhin (Nizhyn) Greelas,
as the 18 century progressed, increasingly to become thesfoé
Nezhin Greek Brotherhood.

Drawing on a number of micro instances of dispetsolu-
tion, this presentation will attempt an examinatairthe ways in
which the law was practiced in the Court of thedkeeof Nezhin.

Particular attention will be paid to the:

(1) advantages and disadvantages of oral as e@ptus
written dispute resolution,

(2) the extent of the Court’s jurisdiction,

(3) the role and functioning of the Court visia-gther ju-
dicial and administrative organs of the rapidly @&xging Russian
Empire.

Emphasis will be placed on issues relating to patge and
(arguably an anachronistic term) corruption as thégcted the
functioning of the Court and also the wider commyioif Greeks
in the Ukraine and Russia.

The Court of the Nezhin Greeks was clearly susbkpto
outside influence; furthermore, Greek merchants wbmbined
wealth and power would seem to have enjoyed distideantages
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against their weaker opponents; nonetheless, th&t&ystem
did introduce patterns of repeated behaviour ardhgps even
more significantly, terminologies that may be casted with
the complex of activities related to social netwogk and
patronage.

Judicial proceedings at the Court of the Nezhine®sealso
however privileged the Greeks over and above ghmups active
in the Ukraine at that time. The extent to which Nezhin Greek
Court, viewed as a semi-autonomous legal instiutigthin the
Russian legal system, contributed to the rapid padevelopment
that characterized the Ukraine of théhI&ntury thus remains an
open question.

The Greek Cemetery in Nizhyn

The migratory processes of the second half 8f128" centu-
ries in Eastern Europe resulted in appearanceedksrin Nizhyn, an
important administrative and the largest trade esmhomic center
of Hetman’s Ukraine.

Nizhyn Greeks settled down in their legally-baske, Ire-
maining, in parallel, a separate ethnic — religigusup of Niz-
hyn’s urban population.
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In the context of the settled everyday life witlancertain
area an ethnic-confessional group needed a detwitdgory as a
burial place; thus, the Greek cemetery appearediddbe old
Orthodox Cossack cemetery in Nizhyn’s northern kictts

The Greek cemetery had been dynamically developed f
subsequent 300 years, reflecting development ofGireek com-
munity in Nizhyn on the whole, with the culminatiof his exis-
tence as an ethnic — confessional cemetery in thiidd of 19"
century, when an original eschatological Greek @ergt cemetery
church and an almshouse emerged.

Later on, due to decline of the Greek community asglmi-
lation process of Nizhyn Greeks, by the lat® ¢&ntury the Greek
cemetery became the central elite cemetery of Mizhy

Overall, the case of the Greek cemetery in NizHiowa for
tracing the peculiar phenomenon of transformatiéraro ethnic-
confessional burial place into a powerful city-wielée necropolis,
created directly by the representatives of once gofulv Greek
community of Nizhyn.

Specificity of History of Greeks in Western Ukraine

The introduction of Christianity from Byzantium @t
Kievan Rus' had a significant impact on its cultuder a long
period of time the Church remained the key parinecontacts
between two countries. Since late"ldentury particular relations
were established between the Empire and the GalRimcipality,
whose rulers controlled the borders with Byzantiomthe Dni-
ester and the Danube.

After the decline of Rus', its western territoriescame a
part of Poland, and later of Polish-Lithuanian estdtviv as the
largest city of Western Ukraine was very populamoagforeign
merchants, mostly due to its close relations wita Blak Sea
countries. After the fall of Constantinople in 14&3iew influx of
Greeks as citizens of the Ottoman Empire was obsetn 16 —
17" centuries a small but influential Greek econonsttlsment
emerged in Lviv.

The attitude of Lviv's authorities toward Greekssaguite
positive. Above all, Greeks were regarded as wealtliestors,
but, nevertheless, not as a separate ethnic gfemupthe Polish
Catholic urban authorities they were just «peoplhe East», like
Jews and Armenians. Religion as the key identitydiaof a per-
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sonality in the Middle Ages resulted in Greeksiaalte with local
Ukrainians (Rusyns) against the Polish state withesv of pro-
tecting their rights.

The preserved documents prove that the first Greek-
chant arrived in Lviv in 1382. One hundred yeatsrl¢ghe Greeks’
influence grew so significantly that the city autkies provided
them with Greek interpreters. The point is why th@&eeks could
not be as successful in Western Ukraine as anywdise? It can
be explained by the following:

1. On Greeks’ arrival in Lviv there was a powerumenian
community controlling the trade between East andiWe

2. The laws of Poland as a Catholic state did Hotvaan
Orthodox community to influence an urban policy.

Despite the fact, in f7century Lviv Greeks were involved
in trade and also employed as diplomats (both ditialf and
unofficial basis) in the interests of Poland, Moscand Ukrainian
Cossacks. Most Greeks in Lviv were members of tla@rSpigia
Brotherhood, which protected the rights of the Odibx
population, published books, opened schools forldm.
Madzapeta, Korniakt, Papara are the most well-kndBneek
names in Lviv’s history. Some of them were so papthat streets
and even entire districts have been named aften,theving
survived for hundreds of years and left a good nrgno history
of Lviv, Ukraine and Greece — the history which are trying to
remember.
