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Author of the Monograph —

Architect George Korbyn was born near the city of Kharkov in Ukraine. In 1931 he
graduated from the Academy of Fine Arts with a masters degree as Architect Artist
and Builder. His first position as an architect, after graduating, was with the Science
Research Institute where he planned, designed and supervised building of railway
stations.

From 1935 to 1941 he moved to Kiev and worked as an independent architect in the
studio of Professor Shechonin. During those six years, his studio built over forty build-
ings, among them a cinema theater for 800 persons, Institute of Hematology, apart-
ment building to house 150 families of government workers, six large high schools and
several colleges.

During the period of German occupation he was in a forced labor camp for two years.
From 1945 to 1950 Korbyn worked for UNRA asa Sub-Area Chief Engineer in Bavaria.
After arriving in the United States in 1951 he had his own office in Denver; Colorado,
and worked for many prominent architectural firms in Minneapolis, San Diego and
Los Angeles, designing schools, churches, industrial and manufacturing plants, banks
and residences.

At the present time George Korbyn is retired and continues to provide a variety of
architectural firms and individuals with consultation services.

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FOREWORD

After the events of the Revolution of 1917, circumstances forced the building of
churches in Ukraine to cease. With time, a deliberate and methodical destruction of
Ukrainian churches was begun, with no regard given to their often unique architec-
tural significance. Among the churches that were destroyed were the Golden-Domed
Monastery of St. Michael in Kiev, and the Church of Annunciation in Kharkiv. Those
churches that were not destroyed were used as warehouses for grain, or were converted
into so-called ”anti-religious museums”., However, the construction of Ukrainian
churches did not stop; it continued and continues even today, though outside the
homeland, in countries in which Ukrainians reside. The aim of this monograph is to
show the present state of this architecture, and to illustrate its link in composition,
style and level with the architectural heritage of Kievan Rus’-Ukraine.

The publication of this monograph will be further proof that the official acceptance
of Christianity in 988 AD by the mighty nation of Kievan Rus’-Ukraine was not de-
stroyed, but continues and spreads, though beyond the borders of the homeland.

First of all, I want to point out that I have no intention of writing a complete history
of Ukrainian church architecture, but only wish to present a short historical review of
wood and stone church architecture in Ukraine from its beginnings to the October
Revolution of 1917, illustrating this period with photographs of the most interesting
and well-known of these church buildings.

Finally, at the end of this foreword, I find it necessary to offer a definition of "archi-
tectural style” or at least "style” itself. Webster’s dictionary defines architectural "style”
as the “mode, design of buildings as to have certain distinguishing features according
to the period and nationality of the work”. It is historically known that various styles,
according to the impression they made, spread far beyond the countries in which they
originated and influence the architecture of other countries, eg. baroque, gothic,
renaissance, etc.

WOOD ARCHITECTURE

I would first like to present a brief historical review of the wood architecture in
Ukraine.

From historical annals, Letopis’, we know that Christian churches were in existence
in territories encompassed by Kievan Rus’-Ukraine as early as the ninth century. In the
beginning of the tenth century we know there existed the Church of St. Illya in the
Podil region near Kiev, as the treaty of 944 between Prince Igor and the Greeks made
reference to it. This church was made of wood and did not survive the modern day
times. Obviously it was not an exception; there were other such churches, all playing an
important role in preparing the population of Rus’-Ukraine for the conversion to
Christianity. They were the source from which the basis of the Christian faith spread
all over the land.

Long before church architecture appeared, Kievan Rus’-Ukraine had one hundred
years of experience in wood structures, having created its own original architectural
forms based on national art and tradition. The common basic building material was
wood. Palaces of princes and boyars, fortresses and individual dwellings alike, were
built of wood, as were the churches.

Typically, the design of the plan for Ukrainian churches was based on the require-
ments of religion. Ceremony or ritual of this religion required three basic parts: Nartex
(Entry), Nava (Assembly), and Sanctuary. All three units combined into one mono-
lith of architectural composition. Between the sanctuary and the nava stood the icono-
stasis, a screen of icons, often of splendid artistic work (Table IIIA and B). In the
middle of the sanctuary stood the throne, while the space between the iconostasis and
the eastern wall of the sanctuary contained the altar, which always faced the east. The
building unit of the wood churches was the square frame (Ill. 3a).

The size of the unit, module, depended on the architect’s design, as well as the size of
the wood available for use. Sometimes the walls of the square frame were not vertical
but inclined towards the center (Ill. 4, 11, 12). This made the square frame construction
more stable and created a dynamic architectural form. Often the outside walls were
covered with wood shingles (Ill. 2, 8,9, 10, 13) which, besides creating a more impres-
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sive appearance, also provided additional acoustical and thermal insulation. The first
churches were small in size and triangular, corresponding with the tripartite plan, with
the central frame (nava) usually taller. An excellent example of such a church can be
seen in illustrations 3 and 13. Eventually, when the congregations grew, church archi-
tecture became more sophisticated. Larger churches were built having five frames
(111. 5), seven frames (111. 6), and even as many as nine frames (Ill. 11). Only one of such
nine-frame churches has survived, the Cathedral of the Holy Trinity in Novoselci,
Ukraine. It was built in 1773 by architect Ja. Pohrebnjak and reached the height of
208 feet (I1l. 11).

During the centuries, Ukrainian wood church architecture continuously developed
and harmoniously united details (Ill. 14and 15) into the total composition of the build-
ing. Although, utilizing contemporaneous styles of Europe, e.g. baroque, gothic, etc.,
Ukrainian architecture did not lose its national identity but absorbed ideas of other
styles to create magnificent examples of native church architecture (Ill. 3, 4, 6, 8, 12,
13). The style developed, "Ukrainian wooden church architecture”, can undeniably be
termed as classic.

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STONE ARCHITECTURE

Proceeding to a brief review of stone church architecture in Kievan Rus’-Ukraine,
I feel that its beginnings should be considered to start at the end of the tenth century,
at that time King Volodymyr built St. Mary’s church in Kiev, between 989-996 AD.
This church was called the “Church of the Tithes” because Volodymyr had to set aside
one-tenth of his income to maintain it. It has not survived as in 1240, the Church of the
Tithes served as the last bastion for the heroic defenders of Kiev against the tartars of
Khan Batyja. The tartars used catapults to demolish the walls of this church during
one of the battles. The dimensions of the Church of the Tithes were approximately
135’ x 145’, making it one of the largest structures of its time, as can be seen inillustra-
tion 32C and 32D of the reconstructed plan and cross-section.

With the beginning of the eleventh century, stone church architecture flourished,
expecially in Kiev and Chernihiv. In honor of his victory over the Pechenigs in 1037,
Prince Jaroslav the Wise built one of the first stone monuments in Kievan Rus’-Ukraine,
the Cathedral of St. Sophia (Ill. 20 and 22). That pearl of Ukrainian-Byzantine style,
its beauty struck all foreigners. The Cathedral of St. Sophia was built by the most able
Ukrainian craftsmen, well versed in Byzantine art, who endowed the structure with
features of Ukrainian national art which by then was highly developed.

In 1036 the Cathedral of the Saviour was built in Chernihiv (11l. 16 restored to its
original appearance in 1896); and later, in 1108, the beautiful Golden-Domed Cathe-
dral of St. Michael in Kiev (11l. 24). Unfortunately, except in some very rare exceptions
such as the Church of the Crucificion (Piatnitska) in Chernihiv (Ill. 19) and the Church
of St. Pantelejmon in Halych (Ill. 17), most of the stone churches still standing today
have not retained their original appearance.

In the chaotic periods of interpersonal feuds, tartar invasions and the general divi-
sion of Kievan Rus’-Ukraine among the princes, these monuments were neglected and
often ruined by the feuding princes themselves. After a long period of neglect, lasting
from the end of the twelfth to the middle of the fifteenth century, the Cossack State was
founded; strongly organized, the Christian brotherhoods took over the care of the

churches. In the time of Het’'man Bohdan Khmel'nytskyj (1640-1657), restoration and
reconstruction of the neglected and half-ruined churches became a common under-
taking. During this period in Europe, the baroque decorative style sprang up and
spread with its influence felt also in Ukraine. On the basis of this style, Ukrainian
architecture created an entirely different, dynamic and unique style, "the Ukrainian
Baroque”, a distinctly national Ukrainian style.

Most of the half ruined churches were restored in this style. I would like to highlight
the most significant of these, the first being the Cathedral of St. Sophia in Kiev. This
gem of Ukrainian architecture was restored in the following way, writes Professor V.
Sichyns’kyj: ”All the details of the building were in the splendid forms of Ukrainian
baroque . . . . All these details reflected the finest and most distinctive examples of
Ukrainian baroque in the work of Ukrainian masters”, (Ill. 20, 21 and 33). In this same
manner, the Golden-Domed Cathedral of St. Michael was restored (Ill. 23 and 36B),
the architectural details of which express the most precise features of Ukrainian ba-
roque (Ill. 21 and 22). In addition, at Het’'man Ivan Mazepa’s expense, the following
churches were restored in the Ukrainian baroque style: Gate Church of the Holy
Trinity (Ill. 29) and the Assumption Cathedral in Kiev (Ill. 26), which was destroyed
in 1943 during the German occupation.

Besides those restored in the Ukrainian baroque style, many new churches were built
in Ukrainian cities. Among them was the Cathedral of St. Mary Protectress in Kharkiv;
the Church of St. Catherine in Chernihiv (Ill. 25), the Cathedral of St. Nicholasin Kiev
(111. 28), the Gate Church of All Saints in Kiev’s Cave Monastery (Ill. 27), and, as stated
in the "History of Ukrainian Art” (Volume 3, pg. 121): "It is impossible to overlook the
beautiful ensemble Church of St. Jura in Lviv, which is one of the few complexes built
as a single ensemble in late Ukrainian baroque, which, with all its structures, creates a
spacious pyramidal composition characteristic for Ukrainian baroque architecture.”
(11L. 30).

It is worth noting that Ukrainian baroque architecture is not only a church style.
Such outstanding civil buildings as the former Regiment’s Office Building in Chernihiv
(I11. 37), Kovnir’s Service Corpus Building in the Kiev Cave Monastery (11l. 39), the
District Office (Zemstvo) Building in Poltava (Ill. 39A), as well as the Academy of
Agriculture in Kiev, built after the revolution (I11. 38), the Railroad Station in Kharkiv
(111. 39B), the airport terminal in Kharkiv (I1l. 39C), and many others were all built in
the Ukrainian National Baroque Style, which shows that this style did exist from the
mid-seventeenth century and still the influence is felt today.

Finally, at the end of this short review of wooden and stone architecture of churches
built within the boundaries of Kievan-Rus’-Ukraine, | must point out that unfortun-
ately, in many countries, and in America specifically even in scholarly institutions,
there is no awareness of the existance of “Ukrainian Baroque”. There is no acknowledg-
ment of that national architectural style which led to the construction of the most
notable, world-renowned examples of Ukrainian architecture, reflected in the Cathe-
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dral of St. Sophia and the churches of the Kiev Cave Monastery, the churches of
Chernihiv, and many others which are today falsely identified as examples of Russian
architecture. These churches were being built during the time of the mighty Kievan
Rus’-Ukraine nation; the Muscovite nation did not even exist at that time. According
to historical sources, the Muscovite Princedom began in 1150 at the time of Prince
Dolgorukyi and Muscovya adopted the name “"Russian Nation” in 1712 under Tsar
Peter 1.

Russian architecture arose later than that of Ukraine, somewhere around 1193-97,
when Prince V. Boholjubskyj built the first stone church in Muscovya, the Church of
St. Dimitrij in the city of Volodymyr. Ukrainian architecture differs sharply in archi-
tectural form and composition from the Russian and this can be clearly seen in Tables
numbered I and I1.

Alongside the dynamic architecture of Ukrainian baroque, we also see finely-restored
church buildings (Ill. 16 and 17) and those newly built in Ukrainian Byzantine style. A
striking example is the Cathedral of St. Volosymyr, built in 1896 in Kiev (Ill. 18), in
which the static forms of the Byzantine style were transformed into a dynamic com-
position, complete with domes and cupolas of magnificent proportions.

Ending this informational survey of church building in Kievan Rus’-Ukraine from
the ninth to the twentieth century, I would like to emphasize the undeniable existence
and domination, since the seventeenth century, of the national architectural style of
”"Ukrainian Baroque” and underline that its influence is felt to a greater or lesser extent
in churches built outside the homeland, as can be seen in the illustrations presented in
the final segment of this monograph.

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UKRAINIAN CHURCHES BUILT IN FOREIGN COUNTRIES

As stated in the foreword, after the October Revolution of 1917, the construction
of Ukrainian churches continued only outside the borders of Ukraine in places inhab-
ited by Ukrainians. The first churches built outside the homeland, mainly in Canada
and the United States, were built by emmigrants at the end of the nineteenth century
(111. 40 and 73). Wherever there was a clustering of Ukrainians there were church con-
gregations, and the first buildings which the congregations produced were churches.
Churches united the congregations, promoted schools, were meeting places for the
communities, and fostered the native language and customs.

The architecture of these first churches in various lands was often very simple, with
only a small dome and a cross distinguishing the church from a regular building (111. 41,
42, 44). Sometimes the architecture of the church was reminiscent of (11l. 110and 124) or
simply copies from the churches of the homeland (Ill. 51, 95, 113). However, soon after
the first World War, with the new flow of emmigrants, Ukrainian communities grew,
with a great influx of engineer, builders and architects. The congregations expanded
significantly and their financial status became stronger. Church building developed,
and along with wood churches (Ill. 45, 46, 49), there were stone places of worhsip con-
structed, often in the Ukrainian baroque style (Ill. 130, 138, 140, 141). Other churches
were in the Ukrainian Byzantine style (Ill. 80, 85, 86, 87 91) or modernized and con-
tempory (11l. 114, 143, 145, 146, 111, 151). Some of these churches were built in other
classical styles (Ill. 35 and 93) while others had only details of Ukrainian baroque,
mostly in the domes and cupolas which suggested Ukrainian churches.

Alongside architects of the older generations, who had finished their studies in
Ukraine, architects of the newer generations who studied in Europe and various other
countries, were now drawing church plans. In this monograph, [ would not analyze or
critique the architectural value of the churches built in foreign countries. I am leaving
this question open. However, I do want to offer certain facts which have influenced
church architecture, namely, the inclusion of permanent pews, typical of basilica, or
the nearly ubiquitous church basement halls, which house school rooms and facilities
for church board meetings. This all in turn has required steep steps, usually on the
exterior, and this in turn has affected the external architecture of the church. We must
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also consider the effects of climate, the availability of specific building materials and
their requirements, as also the customs of the countries in which they are built. As is
evident in the illustrations, wherever Ukrainian churches were built, we see in their
architecture, some lesser and some bigger differences with the architecture of the
churches in Ukraine. Yet we also see that they are Ukrainian churches in design, com-
position and details — uniquely Ukrainian.

There are many Ukrainian churches in the various countries of the world, but there
is no publication which contains a complete collection of illustrations of these build-
ings. It is no doubt important to at least start such a project. Maybe this monograph
can serve as this beginning.

By studying examples of Ukrainian churches built in foreign lands, by becoming
acquainted with their architecture, we can get a picture of their similarity with the
churches built in the homeland. This study can serve as a basis for discussion of the
painful topic of what architectural style should be used in the construction of our
churches outside Ukraine.

I am personally of the opinion that Ukrainian architects will soon find the right
answer by studying the architectural monuments and the composition of the churches
in Ukraine, while at the same time adopting current materials and methods of con-
struction. From this point of view, illustrations 46 and 138 are worth noting. Broader
application of national ornamentation and polychromism (Ill. 78 and 87) of mosaic,
would underline the basic construction of the building.
