Dear Sojuzanky, Delegates and Guests,

Welcome to the 26th Convention of the Ukrainian National Women’s League of Americal

To all UNWLA delegates, | extend sincere best wishes for successful deliberaticns and to all
guests, | offer warm greetings and the hope that you enjoy the activities and events that have been
planned for our convention. While we attend to the scheduled agenda, let’s not forget our predecessors,
the pioneers of our organization who worked diligently and with foresight for the benefit of the Ukrainian
American communities in the United States_of America, Ukrainians in the worldwide Diaspora and those
in Ukraine.

It was hoped that with the ending of the 20th Century, we would close the doors forever on wars,
forced migrations of peoples, enslavement of nations, concentration camps and human suffering. We
welcomed the third millennium with visions of global peace, never expecting them to be shattered on
September 11, 2001 when terrorists attacked New York City and the Pentagon and caused the tragic
airline disaster in Pennsylvania. Aimost three thousand innocent victims perished when the Twin Towers
of the World Trade Center fell, among them people from 60 different nations, who had their offices in this
financial institution. In the Pentagon, 189 military and civilian personnel died. All of the passengers of the
three airplanes hijacked by the terrorists also died, including those who fought the terrorists to prevent
them from striking their intended target.

We will always remember them and will never forget the heroism of the 300 New York City
Policemen and Firemen, who perished in the line of duty while working to save others. It was a miracle
that more than fifteen thousand people survived.

This attack was not only an attack against the United States of America - it was an attack against
the whole democratic world. As news of the carnage was reported, every peace-loving country and every
moral human being was shocked and grieved.

“ Among those responding to the devastating event were members of the Ukrainian National
Women’s League of America, which has been headquartered in New York City since early 1970’s and
active in the United States of America since 1925.

As American citizens, we were reminded of our obligations to the country that gave us an
opportunity to pursue our goals in preserving Ukrainian culture, religions and identity, especially during
the time when Ukraine was enslaved as part of the USSR. The membership of our organization includes
several succeeding waves of immigration, and among these are fourth generation Americans, born to
those who arrived within the last ten years. As daughters of a country where civil liberties were long
suppressed and freedom was long denied, we are especially indebted to the country that welcomed us
with open arms and should never forget to repay this debt by being true and worthy citizens.

At this time, America is at war with terror — an invisible enemy that dwells in more than 65
countries, wears no uniform, has no boundaries. Among the US Military fighting in Afghanistan, the
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Philippines and other countries are also Ukrainian American men and women. We salute them and
support their dedication to serving and protecting the United States of America. -

Since the Independence of Ukraine in 1991, we have refocused much of our attention from
political problems to long-reaching social issues. In the United States, we need to focus on the legacy we
are building and what cultural inheritance we will leave to future generations of Ukrainian Americans.
Among the most important testament of our undertaking is The Ukrainian Museum in New York City. It is
here that the historical treasures of our ancestors will be exhibited with love and pride, and it is here that
we can construct a monumental piece of Ukrainian American cultural heritage to serve as an integral part
of the mosaic of the American nation.

In the year 2002, the UNWLA Scholarship/Children - Student Sponsorship Program is celebrating
its 35th year of continuous volunteer activity in the USA, South America, and Europe, where it has met
with tremendous success. The program involves human achievement on a one-to-one basis - one
student at a time. While it may not be as visible as monuments or buildings, we should all recognize that
its impact is far greater and far more enduring. Let’s stop and contemplate this. With gratitude to the
UNWLA membership and generous sponsors and benefactors, more than eight hundred (800)
scholarship recipients in the USA, Braz’l, Argentina, Paraguay, Poland, Yugoslavia and Croatia, have
become educated professionals. They are among the intellectual leadership in their respective counties
and, as such, are influential in the diplomatic relationships of those countries with Ukraine.

We also need to underline that the UNWLA Scholarship Program has been greatly expanded in
Ukraine, and is currently playing a strong role in the democratization of Ukraine. All scholarsnip recipients
have an opportunity to learn first-hand about the importance of civi~ non profit organizations such as the
UNWLA. As each student graduates and achieves success, their respective sponsors are rewarded. The
Ukrainian National Women'’s League of America should be proud of its Scholarship Program and should
continue to nurture it.

The UNWLA Social Welfare program has always been very close to the hearts of our
membership. In the 75 years of its continuous activity, it has proven that we are concerned and care for
others. Most recently the flood victims of Zakarpats’ka oblast’ in Ukraine were on our priority list. Let’s
keep the love for our neighbors close to our hearts and, within our means, continue to help those less
fortunate.

We can visualize that in a far away country a mother is not worried that her children will not go to
sleep hungry, or that she will not be able to buy necessary medicine or warm clothing for them. Let us
visualize the elderly woman who caresses a small gift from afar, smiling in happiness that she is re-
membered by someone. Their peace of mind and happiness is our reward for the hard work, volunteerism
and caring.

Public relations has always been and still is of great importance. Historically, we took every
opportunity to fight on the International level for the enslaved women of the former Ukrainian SSR who
were not able to speak for themselves. We did this through public relations — by writing and speaking and
educating those who were not aware of their plight.

All require
volunteerism, devotion, determination, patience and time. None of them is more important than another,
for together they form the wholeness that is UNWLA.

May God continue to bless our programs and activities and the new leadership of the Ukrainian
National Women’s League of America.

The events occurring in America, in Ukraine, in our community, and in the world, demand a new
and distinctive agenda for our organization. It is a time of new initiatives, all of which must be grounded in
tradition, but steadfastly moving into the future. It is only through this continuity that we can change and
progress.

The XXVI UNWLA Convention is a symbol of the connection between tradition and change. It is
the first convention of the new millennium, but it represents the continuity of our organization and the
vision of its founders. It is the first UNWLA convention to be held in the state of Florida, but it will once
again draw together women of all ages from dozens of Ukrainian-American communities to review what
the organization has accomplished and to prepare for future goals and achievements.

But before we decide where we are going, it is important to look back at where we have been,
and | submit this report as a comprehensive overview of what has transpired since the previous
convention.

As is customary, the resolutions and decisions of the XXV Convention have served as guidelines
for the National Board of the UNWLA. In adhering to these resolutions, the Executive Committee has
made every effort to maintain a close contact with the presidents of Regional Councils and Branches.
This was accomplished through Annual Regional and Branch Meetings, Jubilee celebrations, and
"Soyuzanky Days". We also communicated with Regions, Branches and individual UNWLA members by
mail and by telephone. Electronic mail brought countless letters that needed an immediate response - all
sent to the home of the president, who tried to give each her personal attention.

During the three annual meetings of the National Board during this term of office, we developed
plans, discussed problems and needs of the organization. We did our best to resolve the problems and
bring our plans to fruition. Many efforts were made to establish or strengthen ties with other Ukrainian-
American organizations and to participate with them in addressing and resolving issues of concern within
our community.

In 1999, the president and other members of the Executive Committee and National Board of
the UNWLA represented our organization at numerous community events. This was also the year when
we were preparing the celebrations for the 75" jubilee of the UNWLA.

The Conference of Ukrainian American Organizations was held in June 1999 in Washington, D.C.
UNWLA Honorary President Anna Krawczuk, working with newly elected President Iryna Kurowyckyj,
helped prepare our organization to take part in the proceedings of the Conference. The two-day UNWLA
program included several panel discussions and presentations. Dr. Suzanna Stewart from New York and
Dr. Zoreslava Shkiryak-Nyzhnyk from Kyiv discussed "Women's Health in the United States and Ukraine.”
Aleksandra Isajevych-Mason and Harriet J. Harper, a representative from the U.S. Department of Labor,
presented a combined lecture on how U.S. labor laws can be changed to help women in Ukraine.
"Genetic Engineering: Blessing or Hindrance" was presented by Li Val Gidding, Ph.D. from Monsanto (a
company which is best known for food bio-engineering) and Dr. Tamara Raven from the National Council
of Women of the USA and the United Nations, who took the opposing view.

"UNWLA now and in the future" was a panel composed of Honorary President Anna Krawczuk,
Vice president Oxana Farion, and President Iryna Kurowyckyj. The UNWLA president also participated in
a plenary session organized by the Washington Group on the subject "The Trafficking of Women.”

The final plenary session of the Conference was a discussion on the unification of Ukrainian
American organizations in the United States that had split during the 13"™ Congress of the UCCA. During
this session, |. Kurowyckyj stated the position of our organization; "We are ready to join a union when all
other organizations become united." It was a statement that reflected the UNWLA's commitment to a
unified Ukrainian community working in harmony for the common good of all.

The Conference was very successful, and the UNLWA was an important part of this impressive
historic event, in which more than 900 people took part. The UNWLA's participation in the Conference gave
the entire Ukrainian community an opportunity to become acquainted with our agenda and aspirations.
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75th Anniversary of the UNWLA

The year 2000 was a wonderful year for the UNWLA. It was the year our organization
celebrated its 75lh Jubilee with grandeur. As we celebrated, we expressed our gratitude for the wonderful
UNWLA members, who have toiled for 75 years, for the glory of our people and our organization. Quite
appropriately, the year 2000 was named "International Year of Thanksgiving" by the General Assembly of
the United Nations. During Jubilee year every Regional Council and Branch received a certificate of
appreciation from the National Board.

The Detroit Region, the first to be founded, initiated the cycle of celebrations, which were ended
by the Central New York Region. The jubilee year was also commemorated by Branches-at-large. The
UNWLA President or other members of the Executive Committee attended the celebrations organized by
Regional Councils and Branches.

The commemorative year cul-
minated in December 2000 with the
National Board's Gala Banquet in
Washington, D.C. For the first time in
the history of our organization four state
governors were included in the Honor-
ary Committee, along with several pre-
sidents of important Ukrainian and
American organizations widely recog-
nized for their outstanding accomplish-
ments.

Among the many distinguished
guests attending the Gala Banquet were
Ukraine’'s ambassador to the United
States, Konstiantyn Gryshchenko, and
his wife Natalia. Ambassador Grysh- Natalia Hewko, Pamela Moffat, Dr. Sorosh Roshan
chenko presented a congratulatory and Iryna Kurowyckyj
greeting from Ukraine's President Leo-
nid Kuchma. Greetings were also received from Sorosh Roshan, the president of the National Council of
Women of the United States; Shelby P. Hamlet, president of the General Federation of Women'’s Clubs;
and from Oksana Sokolyk, president of World Federation of Ukrainian Women'’s Organizations.

The celebration of the jubilee allowed our expectations to be realized - our communities, young
members of our organization, and the new Ukrainian immigrants were introduced to the impressive
legacy of the UNWLA and its endeavors on behalf of our people. | am convinced that the jubilee, to a
great extent, provided the impetus for the creation of four new UNWLA branches. Women from the new
immigration created three of the five branches and many other women from the new immigration have
joined already existing branches. Unfortunately, the founding of new branches has not increased our
overall membership. While we are attracting new members, some members are leaving the organization
and older members are dying. This is the natural order of things.

On a more positive note, during the jubilee year we were able to demonstrate to the community at
large that the work of our organization has been productive. The community recognized our efforts and
honored us with generous financial support as well as with an overwhelming attendance during the
various commemorative events organized by Branches, Regional Councils and the National Board of the
UNWLA.

The print media gave ample coverage to the 75th Jubilee of the UNWLA, publishing accounts of
the events of each Branch and each Regional Council and the National Board. The Executive Committee,
the National Board and the entire membership of the UNWLA are grateful to the editors of Svoboda, The
Ukrainian Weekly and America, who devoted so many pages to reporting on all the programs associated
with our Jubilee year.

Prior to the celebrations within each region, Our Life published a history of regional councils and
branches; following each celebration the magazine published reports about the festive event organized by
each. Biographies of women who made great contributions to the history of humanity and to the Ukrainian
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people, women who should never be forgotten, were also published on the pages of Our Life during the
year.

It was the wish of the UNWLA not merely to celebrate our 75" anniversary with events, but to
create new programs and activities that would help the needy in Ukraine. One of the programs initiated in
2000 was the Milk and Roll program for the youngest schoolchildren in Ukraine. Started in the Jubilee
year, the program continues to provide a nutritious breakfast for these children. It is also very popular with
our members. A very special thanks is extended to members of the Detroit Region for their generous
donation of $19,000 toward this program. At the present time, the UNWLA sponsored Milk and Roll
program has been implemented in ten schools in various regions of Ukraine. (For detailed information,
see report of social welfare chair). To the Regional Councils, Branches and all people of good will who so
generously helped us with this project, | extend my sincere thank you.

2001: A Year of Joy and Sorrow

The commemoration of the 10" anniversary of the independence of Ukraine brought great joy
to the Ukrainian community throughout the world. Many UNWLA members celebrated the anniversary in
Ukraine. During this time, | was in Kyiv, representing the UNWLA as a delegate to the Third World Forum
of Ukrainians. | represented our organization. The UNWLA is an independent organization, not subject to
any umbrella organizations in the United States. Although our organization is non-partisan and
independent, it must have representation in various umbrella organizations to participate in certain
events, one of which is the World Forum of Ukrainians. Therefore in 2000, the UNWLA became a
member of the Ukrainian World Coordinating Council and participate as a voting delegate. At the Third
World Forum, | also became a member of the Board of UWCC.

UNWLA Scholarships

UNWLA scholarships have changed the lives of their recipients. During her trip to Brazil in 2000,
Scholarship Committee Chair Luba Bilowchtchuk was able to realize the establishment of the long
awaited "Association of former UNWLA scholarship recipients in Brazil," an association about which there
were discussions since the tenure of lwanna Rozankowsky. Today, we have the opportunity to see the
long-term value of the scholarship project, one which has well served the poorest of the poor in Brazil.

While in Ukraine to attend a meeting of the Ukrainian World Coordinating Counsel, | was
privileged to personally present scholarships to several Ukrainian students. | was able to meet many
young people and realized that a whole new scope of humanity is flourishing there. In her speech to the
scholarship recipients, Dr. Martha Bohachevsky-Chomiak, who accompanied me to the presentation
ceremony, pointed out the opportunities that have become available for scholarship recipients. (See
report of scholarship committee chair).

Publications

Outlines, interviews, essays from the magazine OUR LIFE (New York, 1969-1990), authored by Ulana Lu-
bovych (pseudonym of Ulana Starosolska), was published in Lviv with the financial support of the UNWLA.
A special event honoring the author was organized by Branch 64 and was held on March 14, 2002.

The Legacy of Lesya Ukrainka. While in a library in Prague, Dr. Iwanna Ratych received information
about sixteen boxes of correspondence and other archival materials belonging to Lesya Ukrainka. Thanks
to the sponsorship of Dr. Ratych, this material will be published. Svitlana Kochera, a candidate in the
doctoral program of philology, the director of the Lesya Ukrainka Museum in Yalta and a member of the
Ukrainian Writer's Union is currently working on this project. A special committee, chaired by Our Life
editor Irena Chaban, has been formed to oversee publication of the heretofore unpublished material.

Etnichna istoria narodiv Evropy (The Ethnic History of the Nations of Europe), Collection No. 11, has
been published by the Taras Shevchenko National University.

Our Life

The magazine mirrors our work, and is the only Ukrainian women's magazine, which has been
published without interruption for over 57 years. During my presidency, | have used the pages of the
magazine to inform our members and readers about organizational matters and about subjects of current
interest, particularly those of concern to women. Women in Brazil, Ukraine and in the Far East read Our
Life with enthusiasm, and assure us that by reading the magazine they are learning about many of the
"white pages" of our history. They are very grateful to receive the magazine, find the articles about
Ukrainian culture very useful, and read about the work of our organization with great interest.

Despite this good news, our publication is in financial trouble.

The Ukrainian Museum

The Museum was founded at the initiative of the UNWLA. We are very proud of this achievement
and our members continually support the institution. We are happy that the construction of the new
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Museum facility has begun and look forward to seeing the building process-completed and the museum
functioning in its new home. The president and many members of the UNWLA took part in the Museum's
25" anniversary celebration. Regions and Branches honored this anniversary within their communities
and made impressive donations. The Ohio Regional Council made a particularly singular gesture, raising
more than $25,000 which was presented to the Museum on October 2001 by Regional President lwanna
Shkarupa.

The museum chair, Maria Pazuniak, works continually to increase membership in the institution
and is involved in fundraising. In addition to providing financial support and donating the Museum's
premises at $1 a year, the UNWLA has given the institution its nucleus collection of folk art— costumes
and other valuable objects, which were purchased in Halychyna for the 1933 World's Fair in Chicago.

Branches pay $100 a year in dues to the Museum and Museum members work as volunteers.
The UNWLA has a 51% vote in the Museum and the current UNWLA president is the first vice president
to serve on the Museum's Board of Trustees. The UNWLA is proud that the president of the Museum,
Olha Hnateyko, is a member of our organization. It is during her presidency that the construction of the
new facility began.

The first president of The Ukrainian Museum was Aleksandra Riznyk, also a UNWLA member.
Among the current members of the Museum's Executive Board are UNWLA members Katria Czerwoniak,
Orysia Woloszyn, and Maria Tomorug. UNWLA members on the Board of Trustees are Ulana
Baczynskyj, Sofia Hewryk, Ulana Kobzar, Lidia Krushelnytsky, Maria Pazuniak, Roma Shuhan, Olga
Stawnychy, and Oksana Trytiak. Representing the UNWLA on the Auditing Committee are Nadia Cwiach
and Yaroslawa Luchechko.

UNWLA Finances

The finances of the UNWLA were most problematic during this term. Following the previous
Convention, treasurer Donna Czechovych and financial secretary Roma Lisovych resigned from their
respective posts. Taisa Turiansky agreed to oversee the finances and prepared the 1999 tax returns. We
are very grateful to Ms. Turiansky for having helped in this complex situation. On February 2000, Olena
Paslavsky was co-opted for the post of treasurer; however, due to lack of personal time, she resigned.
Nadia Cwiach saved the situation by resigning from the auditing Ccommittee and assuming the dual role
of treasurer and financial secretary. As such, she computerized all of the financial data and prepared the
documentation for the 2000- 2001 tax returns.

It is disturbing that UNWLA members financially support the programs of other organizations,
forgetting that because of this we may lose our tax-exempt status.

Estates

It was difficult to carry out one of the resolutions of the XXV Convention, namely the purchase of
"Soyuzianka House." The land, which was given to us by generous donors and valued at $44,000,
became unsuitable for the intended purpose, due to ecological restrictions of the Town of Carmel in
Putnam County. This situation has created a financial burden for our organization (taxes and insurance
on the land). We are attempting to sell it.

From the estate of O. Antin Kuchma, the UNWLA received $11,800, which was deposited in a CD
at Self Reliance New York Federal Credit Union.

Archives

UNWLA archives for the years 1925-1975 were organized by archives committee chair Olha
Trytyak and her coworker Alexandra Kirshak. In December 2001, eleven boxes of archival materials were
shipped to the Immigration History Research Center in Minneapolis, MN. On February 2" the president of
the UNWLA signed an agreement with the Center, and on February 11, 2002, the document was signed
by the curator of the Center, Joel F.Wurl. This was one of the most important accomplishments of our
tenure. The Center acknowledged the excellent organization of this monumental project. The UNWLA
Archive will be preserved with the archival material of other ethnic and Ukrainian groups, to be utilized as
a reference resource.
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Ecology

Although the Ecology Committee Chair was created for the purpose of bringing into the fold
younger women who are interested in these matters, individual branches have not developed this point of
interest. This is unfortunate, since the entire world is now plagued with ecological problems. They effect
our health, our children and grandchildren, yet we seem to be oblivious to them. We get concerned and
upset when we learn about the damage being done to water and air in Ukraine, but there seems to be no
interest in combating these problems in our own environment.

Web site

Following the Convention | asked member-at-large Hanya Krill, the co-owner of BRAMA to create
a web site for the UNWLA. Marta Pelensky, the Ecology Committee Chair, agreed to maintain the site
temporarily. In December, Daria Bidnyk was co-opted as webmaster and she has continued updating the
site with new information about our organization. Our website can be accessed at www.unwla.org

UNWLA office

At the end of 2001, we were faced with various complicated problems concerning our office. Self
Reliance New York Federal Credit Union was expanding and required the use of the space we had been
occupying in their building. Thus, we had to look for other quarters. Due to our financial constraints we
were not able to move to another facility, but had to wait until an exhibit closed at the Ukrainian Museum
and then take that floor for our office. On December 17, 2001, we moved our materials to storage and the
work of our organization was carried out from the home of the president and the editor of Our Life. This
situation complicated our work, and was especially disruptive to pre-convention activities. In the first week
of March, we moved to our own premises at 203 Second Avenue in New York. We are confident that by
the end of this term everything will be in place. Finally, we are in our own home!

When | assumed the post of president of UNWLA, the administrative office did not have a
computer. Thanks to the generous contributions of our friends and the expert advice of Orest Bilous, we
were able to purchase two IBM computers and a printer.

World Congress of Ukrainians

The president of the UNWLA, as one of the vice presidents of the WFUWO, is part of the
presidium of the WCU. As such, | took part in the meeting of the presidium and the plenary sessions of
the WCU in 1999, 2000 and 2001. | am currently serving as a member of the preparatory committee of
the Congress, which will meet in Warsaw in 2003.

During the WCU Congress, Lidia Czernyk was elected to the auditing committee of social welfare
within the organization.

World Federation of Ukrainian Women's Organizations

As the initiators in the founding of the WFUWO, the UNWLA takes part in its annual meetings.
The October 30-31, 1999 meeting was attended by UNWLA President Iryna Kurowyckyj and First Vice
President Maria Tomorug, who was elected to the WFUWO by laws committee. The meeting was also
attended by member of the Executive Committee and press chair Slava Rubel; member-at-large of the
Executive Committee Irena Steckiw; and editor of Our Life Irena Chaban, who became a member of that
year's resolutions committee. Also present were Iryna Russnak, member of the auditing committee of the
WFUWO, and Natalia Danylenko, member of the UNWLA and second Vice President of the WFUWO for
the United States. During the 2000 Annual Meeting, the UNWLA was represented by Maria Tomorug.
Sophia Hewryk, Vice President for organization and museum chair for the WFUWO, and Oksana Farion,
Vice President/culture committee chair, attended the 2001 meeting. The President of UNWLA prepared
activity reports for the Annual Meetings, as well as a short history of our organization for publication in the
WFUWO's 50™ anniversary commemorative book.

In 2000 Nadia Shmigel and Iryna Kurowyckyj took part in the Conference "Peking + 5" at the
United Nations in NewYork, which was also attended by delegates from Ukraine. The UNWLA President
organized a reception in her home for members of the Executive Committee, National Board and
conference participants from Ukraine.
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The representatives of the UNWLA and the WFUWO to the United Nations are Nadia Shmigel,
Slava Rubel, Olha Stawnychy and Iryna Kurowyckyj, who is concurrently serving as representative of the
International Women’s Council and the World Movement of Mothers. At the initiative of Nadia Shmigel,
Marta Kybalo and Dr. Ulana Kekish-Solodenko were invited to join the representative team of the
WFUWO at the United Nations.

Every year the Chornobyl tragedy is commemorated at the United Nations, and representatives of
the UNWLA and the WFUWO take part.

WFUWO president Oksana Sokolyk attended the Commission on the Status of Women meeting
at the UN. All representatives of the UNWLA were present, as was a guest from Ukraine -- the president
of the Lviv oblast' Ukrainian National Women's League of Ukraine, Zorianna Bilyk. At the initiation of the
UNWLA president and with the help of the president of the New York Regional Council, Nadia Sawchuk,
and Natalia Duma, a meeting of all member organizations was held.

Ukrainian National Women's League of Ukraine

From the time Ukraine proclaimed its independence, the UNWLA has been working with the
Ukrainian National Women'’s League of Ukraine on various projects (see report of scholarship committee
chair and social welfare chair).

The following individuals from UNWLA took part in the Convention of the UNWLA: Honorary President
Anna Krawczuk, Vice President of WFUWO for the United States Natalia Danylenko, and Nadia Shmigel,
Social Welfare Chair. Also present was UNWLA President, Iryna Kurowyckyj, who proposed that on the 10th
anniversary of the UNWLU the World League of Ukrainian Women should be revived. In a historic event for
both organizations, the UNWLA was symbolically joined to the UNWLU to create the WLUW.

General Federation of Women's Clubs

The UNWLA became the first ethnic
organization member of the GFWC in 1948. Since
then, our organization has participated in several
GFWC conventions. In June 2000, Motria Slo-
nevsky, vice president for Public Relations Chair,
and Susanna Shpak, the president of the newly
found Branch 126 in Boston, participated in the
GFWC convention in Boston. M. Slonevsky and |I.
Kurowyckyj visited the Federation's headquarters in
Washington, D.C.

At this meeting the National Council of Ukrainian
Women assumed their historic place in the NCW, a place they
had lost in 1925 when Ukraine lost its independence. |I.
Kurowyckyj currently serves as a member of the executive of the
NCW, participates in monthly meetings and is active in the
International Hospitality Committee — NCW/USA.

Relations with the government of the United States

December 7, 1999. Prior to the meeting in Washington D.C. between President Leonid Kuchma
and Vice President Al Gore, the UNWLA had sent a letter to each, listing particular concerns about the
welfare of women and children in Ukraine.

January 13, 2000. Leonard Firt, National Security Advisor to Vice President Al Gore, was asked
by I. Kurowyckyj if during the meeting between the Vice President and President Kuchma the economic
situation of women in Ukraine had been discussed. The answer was negative.

January 27, 2000. At the invitation of the State Department, I. Kurowyckyj attended a briefing
about aid to Ukraine.

October 26, 2000. The UNWLA was invited to attend a National Foreign Policy Conference for
Leaders of Non-governmental Organizations, sponsored by the US Department of State.

Numerous additional briefings were attended by Motria Slonevsky, vice president for public
relations (for detailed information see report on public relations).

Relations with government of Ukraine

The UNWLA has an exceptionally good relationship with government representatives from
Ukraine. For this we are grateful to Ambassador of Ukraine to the United States Konstiantyn
Gryshchenko, Ambassador Valeriy Kuchinsky (permanent representative of Ukraine to the United
Nations) and Serhij Pohorel'tsev, Consul General of Ukraine in New York City.

August 22, 1999. During the celebration of Ukraine’s independence, Consul General Jurij
Bohayevsky read excerpts of congratulatory message from the UNWLA. Our members were present at
the commemorative events.

VICE PRESIDENT - MEMBERSHIP

The Vice President for Organization developed a plan of action in response to the resolutions of
the Organizational Committee of the 25" Convention of UNWLA. The actions targeted the following:
membership campaign; coordination of work between individual regions and branches; organization of
new branches whose members are young women; and development of strategy for bringing members of
the “Fourth Wave” of the Ukrainian immigration into the fold of the organization.

Since the last convention, four circulars were published and distributed. The first contained an
appeal to individual regions and branches regarding the need to form Organizational Committees for the
enrolliment of new members. Membership enroliment assures the future existence of UNWLA, therefore it
is one of the main points on the activities agenda of regions and branches. Half century is passing from
the time the largest post-Second World War wave of Ukrainian immigrants came to the United States.
The women had joined UNWLA with great enthusiasm. Now, individual branches, which had been
founded at that time, are no longer active, not because of a lack of desire to work, but due to poor health
and advanced age of many of its membership. In other cases we also see situations where passiveness
and the lack of interest in the life of our organization is prevalent - pointing to a certain stagnation and
inertness in civic work.

The aim of the second circular was to encourage members of the UNWLA to join in the festive
celebration of the 75hAnniversary of the UNWLA and to collect photographic material on the history of
their particular regions and branches. In the year 2000, the Anniversary was celebrated successively in
individual regions and branches, culminating with the final celebration in Washington, D.C.

The third circular, dated March 3, 2001, contained information about the planned two-week tour to
Ukraine during the Papal visit for UNWLA members. The aim of the tour was to provide an opportunity for
individual members to visit the country, to meet members of our sister organization in Ukraine, and to
enjoy the celebrations during the visit of the Pope. Unfortunately, the trip had to be canceled.

The fourth circular provided information about the prerequisites to quality for the UNWLA 2002
Convention membership 50hAnniversary Awards.

From the reports received in 1999 and 2000 we are aware of the methodical work of individual
regions and branches. Unfortunately, many branches and regions lack active organizational leadership.
Even if such positions are filled, very often it is by people who are unqualified for such work.

There are prerequisites for successful organizational work. One must have a sense of pride and
enthusiasm in being a member of UNWLA and appreciate its goals and work. One should understand the
leadership role that is played in the civic life of our community by this, the oldest Ukrainian organization,
and acknowledge the support it provides for women in the preservation of their identity. The desire to
work, hard work, thorough planning and steadfastness guarantee success! We need to pay more
attention to these attributes.

We also have to think to what extent our shortcomings are the results of a) seniority of our
members, b) alienation from our organization and its program, c) natural process of assimilation. We have
to consider how to react to these issues.

If we want to attract young women to our organization, then we should think how to make
UNWLA interesting enough for them to want to join our ranks. Presently, our activities are primarily
oriented toward providing assistance to Ukraine. However, we will not be able to continue this work, nor
broaden our programs, if we do not increase our membership. Therefore, we have to think about our
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organization in the United States and look for ways to rejuvenate it, modernize its activities and programs,
and do everything that would make it attractive for young women to join.

Each year during the month of March, America celebrates Women’s Month in History. The
purpose of this celebration is to bring attention to our larger community, to the contributions and
achievements of women. With this in mind, it was agreed that during March a coordinated UNWLA
membership campaign would be implemented. Thus, this year public meetings were held in individual
regions and branches, during which information was provided about UNWLA and its multifaceted work.

“The culture of a nation is its soul, which unites us and forges our identity.”

My activity as the third Vice-President for Cultural Affairs of the UNWLA was based on plans
prepared following the 1999 Convention. The first order of business was to assess of the cultural activities
of the branches. Surveys were mailed to determine which branches had Culture Committee chairs, which
Ukrainian cultural activities interested them the most, what types of reference sources were needed to
support their activities and if branches needed the information in Ukrainian or English. Of 102 surveys
mailed, 27 branches (25%) responded. Less than half of the respondents had Cultural Committee chairs.
Four branches requested materials exclusively in English.

| formed a committee to assist my work. This group included Lidia Hladka, Natalia Danylenko,
Anna Maksymowych, Orysia Nowosiwska and Dr. Christina Stasiuk. With their assistance, a library of
reference material was created and expanded. This included columns and articles about outstanding
Ukrainian women, Ukrainian holiday traditions including Christmas (carols & greetings), New Year's,
Epiphany and Easter (hahilky and pysanky), as well as Ukrainian wedding traditions. We also compiled a
bibliography of current Ukrainian and English publications about Ukrainian subject matters.

2001 marked the 130" anniversary of the birth of our great poetess Lesya Ukrainka. To honor the
memory of this extraordinary woman, an extensive collection of biographical material was compiled, in
addition to information about her socio-political activity and her works. The Branches were informed by
mail, about the availability of these resources, and were directed to contact UNWLA Headquarters to
access them. I'm pleased to report that these particular materials elicited the greatest interest and
response from the Branches.

We recognized that we live permanently in North America. Few of us will return to live in Ukraine.
One goal of the committee was to explore ways to maintain our Ukrainian identity through future
generations. We know that third and fourth generation Americans research their roots primarily through
their ethnic heritage. Therefore, we initiated a program to preserve our cultural heritage. This program
encourages members to seek out, document and popularize our cultural treasures-art, music, literature
and traditions. We want to use these treasures as tools to help our children maintain and pass on their
unique cultural heritage. This was the basis for the “Work Plan and Recommendations to the Culture
Committee chairs.” The manual suggests projects and recommends ways to implement them. This was
approved by the Executive Board and distributed to the Branches via the Regional Networks.

In conclusion, | want to point out that the propagation of Ukrainian culture, in all of its facets, is
the responsibility of each member of our organization. The incorporation of Ukrainian culture into our daily
lives need not be sophisticated as long as it’s pure. In each of our hearts, we have pearls handed down to
us by our mothers and grandmothers. Let’s respect this greatest treasure. Let’s share it with pride. Let the
soul of our culture grow with each generation.

As Vice President for Public Relations of the UNWLA | worked within the
parameters of the resolution and guidelines set forth for this position by previous
UNWLA conventions. During this time | attended many, but unfortunately not all, of
the meetings of the Executive Committee in New York.

In June 2000, | had the privilege of participating in the 109h Annual International Convention of
the General Federation of Women’s Clubs, which was held in Boston, Massachusetts. Susanna Shpak,
President of the 126lh Branch in Boston, joined me at the convention and we jointly represented our
organization.

On October 6, 2000,1was invited to attend, on behalf of the UNWLA, the swearing in ceremony
for the new United States Ambassador to Ukraine, Carlos Pasqual. The Chief of Protocol of the
Department of State administered the oath of office in the beautiful Ben Franklin reception room in the
State Department building in Foggy Bottom. Approximately two hundred guests attended the ceremony.

The year 2000 also marked the 75t anniversary of the founding of the UNWLA in Washington,
D.C. The Executive Committee decided to cap off the year-long celebrations that had been held
nationwide with a gala banquet to be held in Washington. A fourteen-member committee, which | chaired,
worked for the better part of the year on organizing the banquet. The Jubillee Banquet was held on
December 2, 2000, and was very well attended. Among the distinguished guests were Ukrainian
Ambassador Kostantyn Gryschenko and his wife Natalia, Aileen Marshall, the wife of Carlos Pasqual,
U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine, Shelby P. Hamlett, President of the General Federation of Women'’s Clubs,
and Oksana Sokolyk, President of the World Federation of Ukrainian Women’s Organizations. The
highlight of the evening was an audio-visual montage, produced by Martha Danyluk, recounting the 75-
year history of the UNWLA.

Most of my other work in representing the UNWLA involved activities in and around Washington. |
attended a number of meetings and briefings at the Department of State and the Agency for International
Development when issues involving Ukraine or women’s rights and interests were discussed.
Representative of various Ukrainian American organizations usually attended these events. The sponsors
of the meetings and briefings provided information about the U.S. government’'s plans and positions
towards Ukraine.

As a representative of the UNWLA, | am in close contact with the Embassy of Ukraine. | attend
meetings and receptions at the Embassy of Ukraine. | attend meetings and receptions at the Embassy on
a regular basis. In virtually all the meetings Ukrainian Ambassador Gryschenko always emphasizes the
importance of good relations and cooperation between the members of the Ukrainian American
community and the Embassy. | believe that this is testimony that UNWLA’s work with the Embassy is
worthwhile and constructive.

The year 2001 was the tenth anniversary of Ukrainian independence. To commemorate the
event, representatives of various Ukrainian American organizations created an organizing committee to
plan a gala banquet in Washington. Our plans were interrupted by the terrorist events of September 2001.
As a member of the organizing committee, | suggested that this was not the time for any celebration, and
with the agreement of all the committee members, the banquet was cancelled.

The achievements that have been accomplished by the UNWLA in my tenure as Vice President
for Public Relations would not have been possible without the support of others. In particular, 1 would like
to thank the members of the Executive Committee for their support and gracious cooperation. The help of
Irena Chaban and Tamara Stadnychenko in editing articles in preparation for publication in “Our Life” was
invaluable. Finally, 1 want to thank UNWLA President Iryna Kurowyckyj for carrying the public relations
responsibilities in New York metropolitan area and, most importantly, for her guidance and leadership.

All of the journals and general ledgers were closed at year end and submitted to Oleh Sawkiw,
CPA for preparation of tax returns. Mr. Sawkiw also audits all of the books and prepares an annual
Certified Financial Statement. This statement is necessary when applying for grants. Because there was
no cohesion in the financial posts when | returned to the Executive Board in 2001,1had to re-enter all of
the accounts into the computer program and then enter all of year 2000 at one time. This was very time
consuming and | could not have done this without the help of Iryna Kurowyckyj, President of UNWLA.
Many days were spent inputting the data of the four divisions: Home Office, Our Life, Social Welfare and
Scholarship Program in order to balance all of the accounts and generate the necessary reports.

Since there is no Financial Secretary, | also had to prepare the budget for 2002 as well as review
and submit an annual listing of Branches and Regional Councils along with their Federal ID numbers to
the Internal Revenue Service.

As a non-profit tax exempt 501 (c)3 organization, our activities are limited to charitable, education-
al and cultural activities. UNWLA cannot support or give donations to political and/or religious groups.
UNWLA Branches and Regional Councils may hold fundraisers only for UNWLA programs and activities.
This is very important and any deviation may be instrumental in losing our non-profit status. This cannot
be permitted to happen for UNWLA, Inc. is dependent on donations and contributions in order to continue
to do its humanitarian, charitable and educational work, as well as promote and provide cultural activities.

THE UNWLA'’S SOCIAL WELFARE PROGRAM - 1996-1999

Since the founding of the Ukrainian National Women’s League in 1925, the organization’s Social
Welfare Program has always been an important part of its structure and activities. The Program continued
to provided assistance to needy elderly individuals, particularly women, to mothers, to children, especially
orphans, as well as to schools and orphanages. Members of the organization gave aid to political
prisoners and their families by sending to them packages with food and clothing.

When Ukrainians in South America, specifically in Brazil and Argentina needed help, the support
action was coordinated through the UNWLA's Social Welfare Program. UNWLA members gave
generously to this program, designed to pay special attention to the needs of ill children and orphans.

Through the Social Welfare Program, UNWLA members helped Ukrainian families in Poland, and
provided aid to those in need in various other parts of the world.

Following the disastrous nuclear catastrophe in Chornobyl in 1986, the priorities of the Social
Welfare Program were redirected to meet the needs of people in Ukraine, especially the children. In the
last few years the agenda of the Program was expanded, requiring an input of a great deal of time and
effort on the part of those engaged in its maintenance. Because of the broad scope of interests and
activities of the Program, a Social Welfare Committee was formed, which included the following members:
Irene Russnak (Branch 47), Anna Rak (Branch 83), Katherine Wolowodiuk (Branch 86), Nadia Oransky
(Branch 43), and from the Executive Branch of UNWLA, Anna Krawczuk, President of the Organization,
Olha Hnatyk, Honorary Member of UNWLA, a member of the Committee, who for many years, was
responsible for the segment of the Program dealing with elderly women “Grandmothers”, died on
February 8, 1997. She will be missed.

During this current term the Branches have been very positive in their response to and
cooperation with the Social Welfare Program. This conclusion is based on reports from Branches. It does
not mean that all Branches act in identical ways in answering the various appeals and projects proposed
by the Program, but there is a collective balance in their activities, which ultimately gives satisfactory
results.

Based on the reports of Regional Councils and Branches, UNWLA’s Social Welfare Program
Chairman prepares annual accounts of activity to the Social Welfare Agency of the World Congress of
Ukrainians in Canada. These reports show that with each passing year members of UNWLA provide
greater support to Ukraine, and lesser to Ukrainians in other countries.

Social Welfare in the United State

As much as possible, UNWLA members try to help the needy, especially other members of the
organization, as well as the elderly, by visiting them in hospitals and nursing homes. UNWLA members
organize social welfare centers or join existing centers. In our local communities the social welfare aid
concerns itself more with providing moral support, and in many instances, with providing information. We
hope that more and more UNWLA members will try to develop a social welfare program in their
communities, thus giving support to the elderly and particularly to members of our organization.

Aid to Ukraine
At the approval of the Executive Board of the UNWLA, the Social Welfare Program Chairman
traveled to Ukraine in August 1996, and August 1998. The agenda for both trips called for visits to
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hospitals, sanitariums, “Children’s Homes”, schools, and with special emphasis to places where UNWLA
provides aid. The Chairman met with members of the Soyuz Ukrainok of Ukraine, with Regional Social
Welfare Chairs, who have been cooperating on projects with UNWLA under the directives of the Social
Welfare Agency, headed by Olha Danyliak, of the World Congress of Ukrainians in Canada. For several
years now UNWLA Regional Councils have been working together with the Regional Social Welfare
agencies in Ukraine.

In August 1998 the Third Conference of the Social Welfare Agency was held in Kyiv. UNWLA’s
Social Welfare Chairman was invited to participate. At the Conference the Chairman had the opportunity
to meet with the chairs and representatives of various regions, to share information about current work
and discuss plans for the future. Such meeting are very beneficial to our organization and for the
continued cooperative efforts between all welfare groups.

During this term, the Regional Pediatric Hospital in Lviv, whose director is Dr. Oleksander
Myndiuk, received an ultra sound machine valued at $32,500 from UNWLA. Since 1991 the organization
has shipped more than $300,000 worth of medical equipment to this hospital. In addition, their laboratory
received the necessary supplies to insure the continued functioning of the blood analyzers at a cost of
$7,280, and other specialized equipment such as a “thermostat shaker” costing $3,425. The children’s
section in a hospital in Pidfamin’ in the Lviv region received $3,000. To purchase food for the children in
both aforementioned hospitals, the Social Welfare Program Chairman, during her visit to these
institutions, brought a gift of $1,300 from UNWLA. To provide medical treatment to ill youngsters in
Ukraine, the organization contributed $6,575.

During this term, in a cooperative effort with Soyuz Ukrainok in Ukraine, headed by Atena
Pashko, UNWLA was able to help 160 children spend recuperative time in the Dzerelo sanitarium in
Truskavec, in Prolisok sanitarium in Morshyna, and in Zorepad sanitarium in the Ternopil region. The
children were mainly orphans, between seven and eleven years of age, and from the Chernoby! region.
These children were given a month of rest time under the care of members of Soyuz Ukrainok, who
deserve our gratitude for their dedication, hard work and concern for the youngsters. This particular
project was funded by UNWLA from its Chornobyl Fund at a cost of $45,887.

During this term, 861 packages with food, clothing and books were sent to Ukraine, costing
$55,494. An important segment of the welfare program is the care for elderly women “grandmothers”.
Supervising this area of support is member of the Social Welfare Committee, Irene Russnak, who devotes
a lot of time and effort to this project. To help the “grandmothers” $35,017 has been sent. UNWLA has
sent $31,815 to provide aid for orphans and children living with only one parent. To the “Children’s
Homes" the organization had sent packages with clothing and food costing $4,770. This part of the
welfare program is supervised by Committee member Katherine Wolowodiuk, who also devotes a lot of
time to correspondence, purchasing supplies and sending the packages to Ukraine. UNWLA'’s Social
Welfare Program also remembers the Basilian Sisters in Ukraine, whom the Program Chairman visits
while in the country, and for whose needs UNWLA sent $2,050.

The needy in Brazil received 68 packages with clothing and books at a cost of $7,002. Orphans in
Brazil received $9,100. The effort to help orphans is coordinated with Olha Korchagin, who finds the
children that would benefit from this help, especially the medical support.

The Social Welfare Program continued to help elderly women “grandmothers” in Poland. Toward
that end $1,440 was sent. Of special interest is a young girl in Poland, Marijka Valnyska, who has been
receiving support from UNWLA since 1985 to remedy her serious medical problems. The organization
provided her with prosthesis, following two serious operations on her legs. In 1998 she again required
help — new prosthesis and medical treatment, which she received in Germany. The Social Welfare
Program, with the approval of UNWLA'’s Executive Board allotted $2,625 to this case.

Orphaned children in Romania received $7,000 from UNWLA, and those in Yugoslavia -- $3,100.

On August 5, 1998 a devastating flood in the Zakarpattia region of Ukraine left thousands of
people homeless and destitute. UNWLA'’s Social Welfare Program immediately initiated plans to help the
victims of this disaster. Due to the cooperative efforts with Soyuz Ukrainok in Ukraine, $5,000 was sent to
Dr. Oksana Hanych in Uzhhorod to begin the relief campaign. Branches, distant branches and Regional
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Councils of UNWLA were informed of the scope and requirements of the aid program through the mail. A
collection was started of clothing, footwear, bedding and medical supplies. Also two shipping containers,
holding 1330 packages were funded from the company “Meest”. UNWLA is very grateful for this
generous response from the community. We also thank Self Reliance (New York) Federal Credit Union,
whose president is Dr. Bohdan Kekish, for their donation of $5,000 toward this project.

We have received thank you letters from the president of Soyuz Ukrainok in Uzhhorod. One letter
states: “...we especially would like to thank our sisters in the United States, who were the first to respond
to our cry for help”. From another letter: “We know that Self Reliance Federal Credit Union has included
its support in this effort to help us. Soyuz Ukrainok in Uzhhorod is actively working with the medical/
ecological committee in an effort to insure the health of the victims”.

Credit must be given to members of the Social Welfare Committee for their cooperation and
dedication to the success of this project.

During this term of office (three years), UNWLA’s Social Welfare Program and its Chornobyl Fund
provided aid to the needy at a cost of $280,940.

Within the Social Welfare Program most important is its financial structure, which is managed by
Anna Rak. As treasurer, she is in charge of recording the incoming and outgoing funds, providing receipts
to the donors, and making sure that lists of donors are published monthly in Our Life magazine.

| would like to express my appreciation to the members of the Social Welfare Committee for their
cooperation in all our endeavors, especially for the support they gave me in this, a difficult job. My thanks
is also extended to President of UNWLA, Anna Krawczuk, for always being available with help and good
advice. Thank you to the members of the Executive Board, to our office staff and most of all to the
members of UNWLA, as well as to the people in our communities for their generosity and support.
Without their kindness we would not be able to help the needy, especially the children.

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UNWLA Scholarship Committee Treasurer M. Orysia Jacus, |
visited the cities and colonies where our students live and
study. Orysia personally paid for her trip. We had an
opportunity to visit - Curitiba, Prudentopolis, Ponta Grossa,
Ivai, Mallet, Unioao da Vitoria, and colonies of Parana,
Ligacon and Esperanca in the state of Parana and meet with
the leaders of Ukrainian Brazilian communities. We met with
Bishop Efraim B. Krevey of the Ukrainian Catholic Church for
Brazil, and former UNWLA Scholarship Program recipient,
Bishop Jeremias Ferens of the Ukrainian Autocephalous
Orthodox Church for South America together with other
people who recommend students for scholarships to us. The
outline | presented for establishing an alumni association was
readily accepted and Olga Korczagin was chosen to head a
feasibility committee for gathering information regarding the
same and for popularizing it in Brazil. Olga Korczagin is a
former Director of the Institute of the Catechists of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus. Prior to that, she was director of the Colegio
Santa Olga boarding school for girls for 25 years. Olga was the first university graduate in our program.
We also met former and current scholarship recipients, many of whom expressed their willingness to be
members of this association. The goal of this association is to increase the scholarships to pupils and
students in Brazil by getting former UNWLA Scholarship Program recipients and other Ukrainian
Brazilians involved in this task.

We saw a great need for more
student aid in a country where mandatory
education is through and including the 8th
grade only. Ukrainian run boarding schools
and seminaries give an opportunity for the six
generations of Ukrainian extraction Brazilians
to learn about their ethnic background,
religion and culture. We were amazed at the
great effort being given by the teachers (most
of whom were our former scholarship reci-
pients) in Saturday schools, Ukrainian folk
dance groups, bandura and church choirs,
etc., in order to pass on their knowledge to
the next generation. We clearly saw that the
leadership of the Ukrainian Brazilian com-
munities is in the hands of our former scholarship recipients and that was very gratifying. We saw the
fruits of our labor wherever we went. Our volunteerism, effort and dedication was not in vain. Our
sponsors’ donations were well spent. | believe that in due time UNWLA Scholarship Alumni Association in
Brazil will become a reality. No matter where we went, we were greeted with flowers, songs, poems and
love. Many scholarship recipients brought small hand made items to take to their respective sponsors. |
want to emphasize that for many years, the girls from Colegio Santa Olga have been embroidering
(mostly small scarves) to show appreciation for the scholarships received. From the sale of the same we
awarded smaller scholarships to those students that did not have their own sponsors.

ARGENTINA - the political and economic situation in Argentina is in the state of disarray at this
time. Due to this fact, we should continue to help students in that country. Their number has decreased as
many of them have graduated.

UKRAINE - UNWLA Scholarship Program is expanding very quickly in Ukraine thanks to the

We had an opportunity to
be in Lviv, Crimea, Zaporizhzhia, Dnipropetrovsk, Poltava and Kyiv. SUU Vice president Oryna Sokulska
was our guide and no matter where we went we met many sojuzanky. We are extremely grateful to them
for their hospitality. However, we had to limit the number of scholarship recipients in each Oblast due to
the lack of new sponsors. We always have more applicants than sponsors and priority is given to the
needy, orphans, children from broken homes, large families, etc. We were happy to be in Ukraine during
the celebration of the 10th Anniversary of Independence of Ukraine in Kyiv. The citations of gratitude
were presented to me and UNWLA Honorary President Anna Krawczuk by Mayor of Kyiv O. Omelchenko.
Sojuz Ukrajinok of Ukraine awarded M. Orysia Jacus and me with a citation signed by President L.
Hryhorowych, as did Dnipropetrovsk Branch of SUU. We are very grateful to them for appreciating our
efforts and volunteerism, and assistance to the youth of Ukraine. As in Brazil we were greeted with
numerous flowers, chocolates, letters of gratitude and small token gifts to be forwarded to the respective
Sponsors.

OTHER COUNTRIES IN EUROPE - our program includes Poland, Bosnia, Croatia, Yugoslavia
and Italy. Most of the students in those countries are from Ukraine studying in seminaries. Most of our
scholarship recipients from former Yugoslavia are scattered throughout Europe. Most seminarians that we
help in Lublin Ukrainian Seminary are also from Ukraine. | also must underline that Ukrainians in Poland
also help students from Ukraine.

GERMANY - thanks to the generosity of sponsors, we were able to award scholarship to teachers
from Latvia and Eastern Ukraine, for summer courses at the Ukrainian Free University in Munich.
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They are specifically given in order to upgrade the methodology of teaching the Ukrainian
language to professionals in that field. We strongly believe that the unifying force of all Ukrainians in the
world is their mother language - the Ukrainian language. This is the best way to cultivate it.

USA - Scholarships are awarded to the members of the UNWLA from the Eva Stashkiw Fund.
Eva Stashkiw was a member of UNWLA Branch 17 in Miami, Florida, and in her Last Will and Testament
she named UNWLA as beneficiary. A Memorial Eva Stashkiw Fund was established, interest from which
is used for scholarships. UNWLA Scholarship Program is the administrator of this fund, and UNWLA
Executive Committee makes the final decision in approving the applications. UNWLA Branch 17 receives
$500.00 annually, and another $100.00 is sent for the perpetual care of her grave. During the course of
the last three years the recipients were Oksana Biskup, member of the UNWLA Branch 3 in Arizona, and
Aleksandra Isayevych Mason, UNWLA Member-at-large.

We also receive applications from students from Ukraine studying in the USA. Due to the lack of
funds and sponsors we cannot help all of them. UNWLA Scholarship Program/Children-Student Sponsor-
ship Program does not have a general scholarship fund — the sponsor donations are fully paid to their
students and more often than not we use other donations for scholarships. Donations for administrative
expenses should cover the cost of running our program. All of the Memorial and Endowments Funds are
documented and we must adhere to the 'Last Will and Testaments and/or written Agreements of the
benefactors, as required by the IRS law.

Over the years, the UNWLA has accumulated an impressive collection of documents, a testimony
to the foresight of its pioneer members who understood the importance of recording and preserving
accounts of the organization’s activities. They thus managed to pass on to later generations a sound
basis for research in the UNWLA's history.

Of historic value are, for instance, such items as receipts for aid to victims of Polish terrorism;
receipts for aid to victims of the Dnister flood; and records of funds raised for the construction of churches
in Ukraine.

Copies of letters addressed to influential persons reflect the concerns of the time. UNWLA wrote
to Eleanor Roosevelt, soliciting help for Displaced Persons in Europe; to President Dwight Eisenhower
concerning the construction of the Taras Shevchenko monument in Washington; and to President Ronald
Reagan, seeking aid for the victims of the Chernobyl tragedy.

Lidia Burachynska, former president of UNWLA, received a letter of appreciation for her donation
in 1968 of ninety-one issues of the magazine “Nasha Khata” (1926-1939) to the Immigration History
Research Center (IHRC) at the University of Minnesota. In a message to Stephania Pushkar, former
president of the UNWLA, IHRC archivist Halyna Myroniuk recommended the transfer of the UNWLA
archives to Minnesota, arguing that this was the best way to save the records for further reference. By
then, twenty-four ethnic groups had forwarded their archives to the IHRC. The Ukrainian collection, one of
the largest, included two Ukrainian-American organizations and the archives of twenty-four community
leaders, writers and artists. In 1998, UNWLA president Anna Krawczuk and her executive board adopted
a motion to transmit the organization’s archives to the IHRC.

When, at the Convention in Chicago, Olha Trytyak was elected to the post of UNWLA archivist,
she invited Aleksandra Kirshak to join her in identifying and recording the archival material.

On October 11, 1999, at a meeting in New York with UNWLA president Iryna Kurowyckyj and
archivist Olha Trytyak, Halyna Myroniuk explained at length the details of the transfer. Since the archives
are considered donations to the IHRC, storage and operational costs will be founded by the University of
Minnesota. The IHRC will gladly provide the UNWLA or qualified individuals with documents needed for
research, with the understanding that they must be returned to the IHRC within a reasonable time. In the
fall of 1999, Olha Trytyak and Alexandra Kirshak began the process of sorting and preparing the Archives
for shipment to Minnesota. It was agreed that only materials covering the past 50 years would be sent.
Instructions were mailed to local branches, regional councils, and members of the executive board
outlining their responsibilities concerning the cataloguing and handling of the archival material. Additional
directives followed in due course, and O. Trytyak treated the topic in an article that was published in the
December 2000 issue of OUR LIFE. All preparatory work was completed on December 21, 2001.

At UNWLA Regional Conferences (Northern New York at Syracuse on April 29/30, and in
Cleveland on October 19, 2001), Olha Trytyak showed videos explaining to the membership the facilities
of the IHRC, urging all Branches to participate in the process of safeguarding UNWLA's past. Ohio’s
Regional Council responded by immediately, promising to transfer their archives as soon as possible.

At this point sincere thanks go to A. Kirshak for her assistance, and I. Ratych for helping in an
advisory capacity. For financial assistance we approached our Ukrainian credit institutions.

As a follow-up to the bi-lingual circular issued during the 1999-2000 period, a questionnaire was
prepared soliciting feedback from the membership.
Following is the feedback from the above questionnaire:
a) Ninety-nine (99) questionnaires were sent out to all Branches
b) Eight (8) filled out questionnaires were returned
c) Of the above eight only one has a mid-to-positive attitude toward the Eco activity
d) The remaining seven (7) filled-out forms indicate either very low or non-existent interest
in the subject. The reasons cited are: age of membership, no relevance, lack of materials.

Conclusions & Recommendations:

In view of such response indicating lack of interest and participation of membership, it is re-
commended that the Executive Committee rethink the continuation of the ECO activity and take ap-
propriate steps.

TAMARA STADNYCHENKO,
ENGLISH LANGUAGE EDITOR OF OUR LIFE

I began working as English Language Editor of Our Life in October 1994.
The first years were a learning experience, colored by satisfaction when things
worked well and frustration when things went wrong. My first issue was meager -
four pages that were pieced together with much angst and agony and fear of the
unknown.

In the years to come, the English language section of the magazine was
expanded from four pages to six and eventually to eight. A small core of regular contributors began
submitting articles that | was happy and proud to edit and publish. Among these were Martha
Bohachevsky Chomiak, Professor Helene Turkewicz Sanko, Dr. |hor Magun, Viriana Tkacz, and a witty
and talented writer who preferred to be known only as DMZ. Today, it is my honor and privilege to call
each of these people “friend”.

As faxes were replaced by e-mail attachments, the technical aspect of editing and assembling the
magazine became easier. As | grew into my job as editor, comments on the overall content of Our Life
improved significantly. But the scarcity of material from UNWLA members and branches and regions and
committee chairs was a constant source of frustration and disappointment. Then, slowly but surely, things
began to change.

In 1999, readers of Our Life continued to enjoy humorous pieces by DMZ and concise medical
advice from Dr. Magun. The powerful and interesting commentaries on women and on Ukraine
contributed by Martha Bohachevsky Chomiak continued to inform and entertain, as did the fascinating
tales of the exotic adventures of Viriana Tkacz and the Yara Arts Group. Professor Sanko continued to
submit valuable articles on Ukrainian literature, history, education, and folklore. That year, however, the
English language pages of Our Life assumed a different look and a different flavor. By 2001, these
differences established themselves as nearly traditional, becoming familiar and comfortable and
reassuring.

From the Desk of the President, penned by UNWLA president Iryna Kurowyckyj, now
introduces each issue. In most issues, the president's monthly message is followed by News From
UNWLA Headquarters, a comprehensive report on the activities of the UNWLA Executive Committee,
the National Board, Regional Councils and Branches. Feature articles from our regular contributors follow.
The authors cited above have been joined by Marta Tarnawsky whose book reviews provide us with
information on recent publications, translations, and anthologies. At least once a year, we are delighted to
publish a new article from Marta N. Zielyk, diplomatic interpreter for the U.S. State Department, whose
amusing and touching “behind the scenes” stories give us a personal glimpse of people who shape policy
and events that make headlines. Natalia Bilash has contributed several articles on crafts and children’s
books and numerous individuals have sent recipes for Cooky’s Corner. During the past three years,
several articles were also contributed by writers from Ukraine: Oiessia Shchur, Professor Roksoliana
Zorivchak, and Svitlana Kupryashkina.

The most remarkable change, however, has been the influx of articles from the heretofore silent
UNWLA members, Branches, Regional Councils and committee chairs. Much appreciated, for example,
are the well-researched and well-documented articles on environmental issues submitted to us by
UNWLA Ecology Chair Martha T. Pelensky. Several articles have also been submitted by Social Welfare
Chair Nadia Shmigel, UNWLA Vice-President Maria Tomorug, and Honorary UNWLA President Anna
Krawczuk.

UNWLA Branches have also contributed to the transformation. In 1999, Our Life received articles
from Branch 30 (Yonkers) and Branch 53 (Detroit). In 2000, we published articles from Branch 30
(Yonkers), Branch 78 (Washington, D.C.), Branch 29 (Chicago) and Branch 98 (Holmdel-Middletown). In
2001, articles from UNWLA Branches, Regional Councils, and committee chairs appeared in every issue
of Our Life. Contributors included Branch 58 (Detroit), Branch 118 (Houston), Branch 36 (Chicago),
Branch 12 (Parma), Branch 115 (Detroit), Branch 98 (Holmdel-Middletown), Branch 29 (Chicago), Branch
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120 (Rochester), Branch 73 (Fairfield County, Connecticut), Branch 126 (Boston), and the Detroit
Regional Council.

With three exceptions, my own modest contribution as author was limited to “fillers” and editor’s
notes. In 1999, | wrote a lengthy report on the UNWLA'’s role in the Joint Conference of Ukrainian
American Organizations, which was held at the Crystal City Hyatt Regency in Virginia. In 2000, | reported
on Women in a Kaleidoscope, a segment of the Philadelphia Regional Council’s program celebrating the
75th anniversary of the UNWLA. In 2001, | reported on the gala banquet, which marked the culmination of
the UNWLA's year-long commemoration of its 75-year history.

As | write, | am pleased to report that the January 2002 issue of Our Life has already gone to
press. From the Desk of the President and News from UNWLA Headquarters are firmly in place. Articles
by Helene Turkewicz Sanko and lhor Magun are like familiar friends who can be revisited time and again
and never tired of. There is a brand new article from Branch 73 and recipes for tasty hors d’oeuvres that
have been contributed by a trio of our favorite authors.

Sincere thanks to President Iryna Kurowyckyj for her kind encouragement, to editor-in-chief Irena
Chaban for putting everything together, to Marie Duplak and Teresa at Computoprint for their invaluable
assistance and their unfailing sense of humor, and especially, to all of the authors who make Our Life
possible.
